This article aims to present systematically for the first
time a reused votive inscription of the 5th or the 6th
century, preserved now in the church of Saint Thalle-
laios at Chora, Patmos. It commemorates the paving
of a basilica at the expense of the tribune Paul after he
was rescued from a shipwreck, during Melitios’ epis-
copate. The inscription is probably connected with the
Early Christian basilica of Saint John the Theologian,
the remains of which are recorded in the inventory of
the island before it was handed over to Hosios Christ-
odoulos. A foundation inscription mentioning bishop
Epithymetos and a boundary mark also originate from
the same monument.

THE OFFERING OF THE TRIBUNE.
AN EARLY CHRISTIAN VOTIVE INSCRIPTION FROM PATMOS

The church of Saint Thallelaios in the settlement of
Chora on Patmos preserves an incised rounded slab re-
used as an altar top (Fig. 1). The inscription is com-
posed in clear majuscules in thirteen lines, and com-
memorates the fulfilment of a vow by the tribune Paul
who, as a token of gratitude for surviving a shipwreck,
assumed the expense of paving a basilica (Figs 2-4).
The pavement probably consisted of slabs similar to the
one bearing the inscription, whose circular form (om-
phalion) follows the current trends. The dedication also
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mentions the bishop Melitios and cites by name the four
craftsmen who laid the paving, Genethlios, Ioannes,
Kyriakos and Samvatios.

The donor was a tribune, an official dignitary of
the Byzantine army with administrative responsibili-
ties, whereas the bishop, whose see is not mentioned,
would not have been involved in the implementation of
the project, but his name had to be present in the dedi-
cation of a work executed during his episcopate. The
four craftsmen are cited by name in recognition of their
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labor and skill. The term 7eyvitns points to their pro-
fessional involvement with construction and does not
signify the mosaicist, who was usually self-defined and
labelled as ynewtis, Yynedoiog, LovowTig.

The inscription most probably comes from an Early
Christian church in the same district or from a site nearby.
At that time Patmos certainly belonged to the Provincia
Insularum. There is no written evidence of the possible
existence of a bishopric in the Early Christian sources.
Moreover, the addition of the genitive tes poleos, denot-
ing the provenance of the craftsmen and apparently as-
sociating them with the prestige of a professional group,
is incomprehensible. The four may have constituted a
legally established group within the town, ie. an offi-
cially recognized workshop. The possibility that the polis
might be Constantinople itself contrasts with the rela-
tively plain work, requiring no particular skill, and the
rough, probably local material. On the other hand, the
assumption that the word refers to Miletos, to which Pat-
mos belonged in Antiquity, however tempting, is not ad-
equately supported by historical circumstances, since in
the Early Christian period new administrative units had
taken form within the borders of the Byzantine Empire.

The basilica to whose pavement the dedicatory inscrip-
tion belonged must undoubtedly have been a well-known
and important shrine of the island, since it was readily
brought to mind by the tribune in his supplication when
he was threatened by danger. Therefore, it is likely to be
the one dedicated to Saint John the Theologian, erected on
top of the ruins of the ancient temple of Artemis; its re-
mains once dominated the site of the monastery and were
recorded in the inventory of the island signed by the krités
and anagrapheus Nikolaos Tzanzes, in August 1088, be-
fore it was handed over to Hosios Christodoulos.

One definite piece of archaeological evidence con-
cerning the basilica is the enkainion inscription, which
mentions a bishop Epithymetos (Fig. 5). It was discov-
ered in the pavement of the nearby church of Hagios
Nikolaos tou Tallara and is now on display in the mu-
seum of the monastery of Saint John the Theologian.
Among the various reused Early Christian architectural
members that have been preserved in conspicuous parts
of the monastery -column shafts, piers, capitals, mullions,
panels from sanctuary screens- or hidden in unexpected
places in churches and houses of Chora, must be relics
of that basilica which, in its day, must have enjoyed the
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fame and glamour of an important shrine in the Aegean.

If the reported church of the glorious Apostle John is
identified with Paul’s basilica, then there must be little dis-
tance in date between the two inscriptions since, until the
time when the tribune implemented his vow, the church
-entire, or in part- was apparently still unpaved. The in-
scription was dated by Anastasios Orlandos to the 4th
century, but under the light of fresh data, a shift of the date
to the Sth or even the 6th century should not be excluded.

Secure archaeological evidence from the basilica of
Saint John the Theologian is its boundary mark (horos),
also on display in the monastic museum (Fig. 6). Com-
parison of the letters to those of the enkainion inscrip-
tion shows such affinity between them in form and style
that their attribution not only to the same period but to
the same craftsman can be made with confidence (Fig. 7).
The identification of the boundary mark of the lost ba-
silica, scattered architectural elements of which can be
tracked now only as reused spolia, is extremely impor-
tant for the history of Patmos. The erection of a basilica
dedicated to Saint John the Theologian on the island
where the apostle and evangelist was once active must
have been an important event, attracting donations for
its completion in fulfillment of particular vows.

Apart from the archaeological documentation of the
basilica, the two Patmian inscriptions mention bishops
Epithymetos and Melitios, unknown to surviving Early
Christian sources; therefore, they provide valuable infor-
mation for the historical study of the island and call for
a reexamination of the data. The existence of a bishopric
on Patmos may not be mentioned in the written sources,
but nevertheless it would be reasonable to suppose from
the inscriptions, with some reservations due to the ab-
sence of solid evidence, that at least during the 5th and
6th centuries, Patmos may have had its own see if it did
not belong to one of the nearby bishoprics of Leros or Sa-
mos. Its bishops, with the contribution of their flock and
the support and generosity of wealthy laymen or state of-
ficials, could have worked for the establishment and em-
bellishment of the church erected to honour Saint John
the Theologian, the beloved disciple of Christ.
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
