Abstract

The financial crash of 2008 has been accompanied by the entrenchment of neoliberal policies
across the globe with major implications for nature-society relations. This has signaled the
intensification of the neoliberalization of non-human nature and has been part of a wider
deregulation of legislation protecting nature and workers, hard austerity measures and the
collapse of the welfare state. In this paper, we discuss the origins of neoliberalism and what
exactly constitutes the neoliberalization of non-human nature in order to explain why the
intensification of the economic exploitation of nature by capital forces entails the loss of rights
for the social majority. We conclude that environmental and conservation policies that aim to
