Abstract

Over the last years, in a landscape largely shaped by the recent economic crisis and austerity
measures, interest in social assistance benefits has revived. At the same time, the field of social
assistance has become a popular topic of discussion, both at the level of public and academic
dialogue. In this context, this article provides the reader with an overview of this field, with an
emphasis on selected topics: the delimitation and characteristics of social assistance, its historical
development, as well as the factors that explain the evolution of the field and the social assistance
models that emerged at the European level. At the end of the article, the future challenges that
social assistance will probably face are outlined, as well as the prospects for its development.
