of the Services of Spiridion Viandi
since the occupation of the Tonian Islands
by the British Troops

1810 When the British Troops took possession of the Island of
Santa Maura General Oswald appointed Vlandi as acting
Barrack Master, which situation he held under the French
Government.

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He was appointed Assistant Engineer in the Expedition
against the Island of Lissa.

He was sent a new to Santa Maura in order to carry on
the repairs of the Fort of that Island, and when this was
accomplished, he was appointed Post Master.

He got a Commission in the British Army as ensign in the
Duke of York’s 2d Greek Light Infantry Reg.t, being in
charge of the recruting Service he was ordered to proceed
to Parga under the Command of Sir Charles Gordon Ma-
jor of the Regiment, commanding Paxo and Parga. In the
month of May Vlandi was appointed Inspector of Police,
and on Sir Charles leaving that town, the Military com-
mand and Civil Government of the Place it was entrusted
to him.

Upon the Garrison of Parga being increased to the purpose
of given over that Town to the Turkish Government, Vlandi
was appointed Head of Police, and also Inspector of the
local body of [...] strong of two hundred Rank and file
who were payed by the British Government.

When Sir Thomas Maitland I,.H.C. ordered that all suits
of law among the inhabitants of Parga which were pending
before the Court of Appeal at Corfit should be definitively
decided by a Commission at Parga, Vlandi in addition to
his employments was appointed as President of the Com-
mission and when the Town was given over to the Tur-
kish Authorities he was ordered to proceed to Corfu with
the British Garrison. During the time of about six years
he remained at Parga he was charged with several parti-
cular, and important Services by the Commandant of the
Forces L.t General James Campbell.

On arriving at Corfu he was appointed Secretary to the
Commission for the indemnification of the land proprietors
of Parga, and when this had been accomplished, he was
appointed by Sir Thomas Maitland Inspector to the Police
of Santa Maura, in the room of Lieut. Grierson Royal
Engineers.

He assumed the duty of Police of Santa Maura which
was still under martial law [...] of the insurrection of that
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Island, and [...] the Constitutional Government was resto-
red that the revolution of Greece caused martial law to be
reinforced in that Island

1825 He was confirmed in the Inspectorship of the Police of
Santa Maura.

1831 He was charged also with the duty of the Sanita Depart-
ment independently from that of the Police. In October of
the same year he was nominated Iresident of the Com-
mission of health appointed by order of the L.H.S. in
consequence of the Cholera bring near lannina

1833 He was transtated to the police of Corfu.

1834 He was suspended from his office under a charge brought
against him as Inspector of the Police of St. Maura of
which he las been acquitted.

1841 The Lord High Commissioner has appointed Vlandi to the
temporary charges of the Police Department in Ithaca.
N.B. Vlandi has served for seven years the Government
before the occupation, by the British Troops of the Ionian
Islands.

For better information, Vlandi is ready to produce
several documents addressed to him by his Superiors in
many instances, that he had the good fortune to carry on
business to their full satisfaction.
