THE EUROPEAN DETENTION LANDSCAPE

Incarceration and imprisonment have been ever-present in human history. The mod-
ern penal prison, whose birth and inner logic has been so aptly described by Michel
Foucault, is a rather recent addition under this historical perspective. Foucault’s main
argument is that the emergence of the prison as the central institution of punishment
was not due to a humanitarianisation of punishment. Rather, he argues, it was more
productive as a technology of power. To this end, the prison is only one element of a
network of institutions, such as the military, schools, factories and hospitals. This
technology of power — Foucault refers to it as “discipline” — is historically connected
with the rise of the European nation-states. Benedict Anderson describes the central
role of these institutions in making the nation state imaginable and thus feasible.

The nation-state as a form of government is insofar successful as it is the
dominant political form globally. Nevertheless, it is undergoing severe challenges
in the last decades. Phenomena such as globalisation, issues such as climate
change or nuclear proliferation, have underscored the notion that the nation-state
may not be the appropriate political arena. However, there is yet another devel-
opment which challenges the nation-state and its notion of a homogeneous and
sedentary population: international migration and the increased global mobility
of people. With the advent of cheap mass transportation and international means
of telecommunication, the nation state is undergoing severe transformations.

These new mobile populations, migrants and refugees, who move between
states and cross borders, similarly pose a challenge to the nation state as their mo-
bility makes classical forms of government unfeasible. While there is a large and
increasingly critical discussion on new discourses and technologies of governing
migration, two of the most obvious institutions in the classical arsenal of the na-
tion state immediately come to mind: the border and the detention centre.

The practice of detention

But is it even possible to speak of the detention centre per se, even likening it to a
historical form such as the modern prison? The Global Detention Project, based in
Geneva, describes itself as an “inter-disciplinary research endeavour that investi-
gates the role detention plays in states’ responses to global migration, with a spe-
cial focus on the policies and physical infrastructures of detention”. However, the
project itself relies on a very generic and vague definition of detention, i.e. “[m]igra-
tion-related detention is the practice of detaining — typically on administrative (as
opposed to criminal) grounds — asylum seekers and irregular immigrants until they
can be deported, their identities established, or their claims adjudicated”.

As this quote demonstrates, there is not even a single purpose of detention,
and it also lacks a legal canonization. At most one can categorize detention as a
practice that aims to inhibit — one might want to say “freeze” — migrant mobility
and grant the state access to the bodies of the migrants. To this end, detention ap-
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Hoavemotmpio Movdayov, bk@an-
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pears as a precondition to government. Empirically, however, it is not always that
easy to analyze the role and function of detention.

Marc Speer describes a particular detention centre in Western Ukraine, re-
ferred to as Pavshino. A former garrison of the Soviet army, put into a new use. In
general, migrants caught on either side of the Ukrainian border with the Schengen
area (i.e. Hungary, Slovakia and Poland) were imprisoned there for six months, after
which the migrants would usually reattempt the clandestine crossing of the European
Schengen border. Speer reports of humanitarian inadequate standards, of migrants
that had to sleep outside in the Ukrainian winter, of a lack of food and even water,
lack of access to an asylum system that existed only on paper anyways, and wide-
spread corruption. On the other hand, Speer is sure to point out that apart from this
outrageous practice of maltreatment, the Ukrainian state does not take any initia-
tive aimed at deportations or any other more pro-active initiative aimed at stopping
irregular migration per se. Isolated, Pavshino appears as a mere site of torture.

The ambiguity about what constitutes detention, and how it is in no way a
homogeneous practice, also boils down to the very institutions, i.e. the detention
centres. The GDP is currently grappling to define a methodology that allows to
map such diverse materializations like a U.S. high-tech migrant detention centre
akin to maximum-security prison and a temporal and ad-hoc detention site. Es-
pecially around the borders, where migration patterns and routes change at all
times, detention centres often seem like an improvised site. Recently, there have
even been proposals to establish “mobile detention centres”, containers that can
be picked up and deployed following the changing routes of irregular migration.

Mapping the European Detention landscape

Migreurop is a network of migrant rights organizations based in France, that names
as one of its four goals countering the “Europe of camps”. In 2009 Migreurop re-
leased a map of camps in Europe and around the Mediterranean Sea. This map is
an astonishing document as it visualizes the wide-spread use of detention in and
around Europe. While the map categorizes between open camps and closed de-
tention centres, and also differentiates between admission and deportation camps,
it is in fact a map of detention: the vast majority of points on the map are circles,
signifying closed camps.

As Migreurop themselves state, “‘[t]he Europe of camps is the whole set of
devices that forces the disruption of migration paths” (Migreurop website). The
map itself does not reflect this knowledge about the network of institutions, dis-
courses and practices. It certainly excludes data points such as police stations that
are also used for (temporary) detention, thus obscuring the pervasiveness of de-
tention in European societies. But despite all these limitations, the map does nev-
ertheless state clearly how extensively the use of detention is as part of a European
government of migration. There is a clear concentration of detention centres both
inside and outside the Schengen border, but also deep inside European territory as
well as in remote transit regions of migration towards Europe.
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Detention and Border

Given this empirical data and the categorical ambiguity, how can we come to a bet-
ter understanding of detention, and the use of detention in Europe? I suggest look-
ing at detention and detention centres in relation to the second preeminent tech-
nology of migration control in Europe: the border.

The inception of the Schengen Agreements and their incorporation into the
EU treaties has led to an “invention” of a European external border that did not
exist as an entity in itself before. One might argue that, from the outset, the Schen-
gen border was imagined differently than the hitherto prevalent border of nation
states as a two-dimensional line separating two states. National borders mark the
geographical threshold from where on national sovereignty can be exercised. They
are thus a derivative of national territory and form no different political terrain.

The European external border however exhibits different characteristics. |
argue that for one, it was soon understood that this particular border is specialized,
thus defining a territory on its own, with a particular mobile population and con-
sequences for the art of government. But when [ say territory on its own, it is im-
portant to keep in mind that it is not a well-separated territory with borders, edges
of its own; it is rather a political space created by the movements of migration
and the sovereign attempts of government.

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This quasi deterritorial characteristic of the border, and its production
through migration, can be better understood by studying yet another map: the In-
teractive Map on Migration (IMAP), a project of several key institutions involved
in the international government of migration. The map aims to represent move-
ments of migrations and displays them as lines and curves cutting through the
usual representation of states and their borders.

If we combine the Migreurop map with the IMAP, it is no surprise that most
detention centres occur along heavily traveled routes of irregular migration. To
this end, we can understand detention centres, and their wide-spread existence in
Europe, as a result of the transformation, spatialisation and deterritorialisation of
the European external border, on the one hand, and as a new quality in governing
migration, on the other hand.

Despite all rhetoric of the “fight against illegal migration” and metaphors
such as “fortress Europe”, it is no secret that the borders of Europe are porous, per-
meable and are indeed crossed day by day undocumentedly. This is not an idealis-
tic wish, the knowledge about the porosity of borders has long reached technocrats
of migration control in the respective think tanks and i.e. the European Commis-
sion. As a consequence, however, we cannot identify borders as a device of exclu-
sion; rather they manifest a policy of differential inclusion. The border creates a hi-
erarchy of rights of those crossing them, turning them into refugees, or asylum
seekers, or illegal and exploited laborers, or high-skilled and thus highly welcome
migrants. The detention centre then is the site of first interface: it is where this
process of differential inclusion of the movements of migration is produced.

Under this perspective, we can understand why the detention centre mate-
rializes as a high-tech site in one place and a make-shift temporal site in another
context. As the border is reproduced along the routes of migration, detention cen-
tres, as institutional manifestations spring up, are abandoned, or solidified.
Pavshino, which itself has been closed since, is merely one element of a larger
network of institutions of differential inclusion and the government of migration.
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
