The Importance of Religious Education
in Our Troubled World Today

The era we live in is characterized by a multitude of contradictions. On the one
hand, technological advancement, the abundance of information, and global
communication provide humans the ability to know, create, and connect. On the other
hand, the same person seems lonelier, more afraid, and more vulnerable to fake news,
ideological impositions, identity crises, and crises of meaning. In this turbulent world,
Religious Education emerges not just as another school subject but as a space for
spiritual breathing, moral cultivation, and the search for the meaning of life. The experience,
dedication, and passion of colleagues who fight daily in the classroom are irrefutable
witnesses to this observation.

Education is now called upon to serve the whole person — not as a productive
unit, but as an entity in whom dignity is inherently recognized, a concept that is
rendered theologically with the term “person”. However, a person is not defined by the
sum of their biological functions or by the pursuits of their daily life. That’s why
anthropocentric education risks remaining one-dimensional if it is cut off from its
metaphysical dimension. This is precisely where Religious Education offers something
unique: it opens the mind and heart to transcendent reference, to the search for truth
that is not limited to knowledge but transforms the person internally. It’s not about
imposing faith but about inviting dialogue with the mystery of existence.

In the Orthodox tradition, knowledge is not separate from life. Truth is not an
abstract concept but a person — it is Christ himself, “the way and the truth and the
life” (John 14:6). Religious Education, therefore, is not limited to the transmission of
information about religions or doctrines; it is education in relationship: a relationship
with God, with oneself, with others, and with the world. Through this relationship,
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the student learns to love, to engage in dialogue, to understand diversity, and to
appreciate the beauty of the created world.

In today’s world of conflicts and polarization, Religious Education can also function,
and indeed primarily, as a bridge for reconciliation. It is no coincidence that wherever it
was downgraded, moral confusion and relativism increased. When man is alienated
from the sacred, he loses his measure; when God is removed from education, then
education ceases to be human. And an education that loses its fundamental human-
centered characteristics has little to offer the society in which it develops. On the other
hand, if Religious Education is inspired by the spirit of the full and well-rounded
development of students, it can shape free, peaceful, and responsible citizens.

One of the great challenges of our time is the disenchantment of the world, which
accompanies the constantly emerging impressive scientific and technological
advancements. However, tired of utilitarianism and constant technocratic pressure,
man thirsts for authenticity. The soul seeks silence, prayer, and inwardness; it seeks
to remember that there is something beyond the immediate, the practical, and the
measurable. Religious Education, when practiced with respect, scientific rigor, and
spiritual sensitivity, can open this window to infinity. To show that human existence
is not limited to its biological horizons or the fascination with the ephemeral but is
defined as a person of calling and community.

At the same time, the intercultural dimension of Religious Education should be
considered particularly crucial for the present. In a pluralistic society where diverse
religious and cultural identities coexist, it is unthinkable for Religious Education to
become an instrument of division; instead, it should be shaped into a workshop of
respect and dialogue. Orthodox theology, with its anthropological richness, can
contribute decisively to this dialogue, teaching that every person, regardless of their
faith, is an image of God, worthy of respect and love. Knowing the “other” through a
spirit of truth and love leads not to relativism but to a deeper understanding of oneself.
The number of students from different religious backgrounds who choose not to opt
out of Religious Education shows that they understand this reality and that their fellow
teachers are working together in the authentic spirit of the evangelical teaching of love.

Religious Education is also a space for experience, not just theoretical discourse.
Within it, the liturgical life, prayer, works of love, and community life are interpreted
and presented, not as typical “activities,” but as acts of initiation into the ethos of the
Kingdom. Furthermore, at the heart of Christian teaching, we know that theology is
not a theory about God but the word of the living God within the Church. If this is
“translated” into pedagogical practice, then Religious Education is transformed from a
part of the curriculum into a testimony of life.

In the context of modern education, where special emphasis is placed on skills,
efficiency, and outcome measurements, it is necessary for Religious Education to
remind us that positivism is not sufficient for understanding reality or for building a
sustainable future. There are dimensions of truth that escape even the most perfect
measurement systems, just as there are aspects of human personality that do not
necessarily fall under the domain of logic. Certainly, modern educational goals retain
their value and importance, but we will only lose if we abandon eternal and universal
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truths, such as the dynamic of love, which “never ends” (1 Corinthians 13:8). Learning
to love, forgive, trust, and hope is just as essential a life skill. In a society that educates
us on “how to do” or “how to possess,” Religious Education builds on “how to be.”

Undoubtedly, the challenge for theologians and educators is significant. Religious
Education must speak the language of today, without, of course, betraying its eternal
truth. It should be scientifically documented, pedagogically modern, and theologically
authentic. To connect tradition with life, school with the Church, and faith with culture.
The Religious Education teacher is not just a transmitter of knowledge but a witness
to meaning. And this constitutes both responsibility and privilege.

Today, in an age of great technological surprises and the messianism of artificial
intelligence applications, a humanistic education is becoming as essential as its
marginalization appears suicidal. Cultivating virtues that will act as antibodies against
a standardized “world of machines” and highlighting the values that will preserve the
deepest and noblest human characteristics against transhumanist doctrines are the
cornerstones of the contribution of human-centered education to our societies. In the
context of this offering, the background of the reminder of the compassionate godman,
who walks alongside suffering humanity and never tires of supporting it, retains its
full value. Up close, the ethos of service that extends to sacrifice, like “the candle that
needs to melt for the darkness to see light,” according to the poet, acts as the antidote
to the large doses of despair that grip our society in the face of tomorrow’s
uncertainties.

In an era where the world is plagued by successive wars, endless displacement,
social inequalities, and environmental crises, Religious Education can illuminate the
path toward an ecology of the person and relationship. It can cultivate respect for creation,
inspire peace, and shape creative minds with social responsibility. The student who
learns to see the world as a gift from God will serve it with respect and gratitude.

The future of education lies not in technocratic specializations and skills, but in
humanity. And it, for its part, also needs spiritual roots, moral foundations, and an
eschatological perspective. Religious Education is the guardian of these values. It is
not trying to prove faith but to show that without faith, in the broadest sense of trust,
hope, and reference, man loses his center. As Dostoevsky said, “without God,
everything is permitted.” But with God, everything is illuminated.

Therefore, the mission of the modern Religious Education teacher is more urgent
and prophetic today than ever. In a world overwhelmed with information but gasping
for meaning, the Religious Education teacher is called to remind us that truth is not a
given but a path; that freedom is not self-evident but a gift that bears fruit in loving
service; that education is not a mechanism but a resurrection liturgy.

Religious Education, when inspired by this perspective, becomes a shining witness
of hope within the darkened and troubled sea of instability. It reminds us that, within
our troubled world, there is always light, the light that illuminates “every human
coming into the world” (First Hour Prayer). And this light is the truth that sets free.

This issue, like all previous ones of GjRE, serves exactly this perspective, following
the spirit that permeates the entire “KAIROS” project. In this issue, you will read
Manolis Papaioannou’s research, which highlights that effective mentoring in teaching
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practice combines directive and reflective approaches and enhances the autonomy,
feedback, and professional development of prospective teachers. George Grilis also
presents the intriguing results of research in which graduates of the Department of
Theology of the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens evaluated their
studies.

In their study, Maria Koulouridi and Anastasios Siatras analyze 312 kindergarten
teachers’ activities for Easter, highlighting a focus on communication and the arts, a
limitation in the natural sciences, and increased use of digital tools, offering useful
pedagogical data. For his part, Dionysios Asimiadis, based on Foucault’s theory,
analyzes in an English-language article the way Religious Education shapes
“normalized” religious subjects through discipline and surveillance, proposing more
democratic, participatory pedagogical forms of resistance and reflection. In another
English-language article, Ariadni Kouzeli, Nikos Tsirevelos, and Polykarpos
Karamouzis examine the views of Religious Education teachers and students regarding
the online teaching of Religious Education during the pandemic, showing that the
pedagogical use of digital tools enhanced student interest without any significant loss
of learning quality.

Emmelia Hatzivasiloglou explores the great potential of the Religious Studies course
in the integration of second-generation immigrant students in Secondary Education.
Based on a set of interviews with theologian teachers, she establishes the role of the
Religious Studies course in the required development of respect, solidarity and
tolerance. She also demonstrates the need for teacher training and strengthening
interdisciplinary collaborations, to overcome the challenges of stereotypes and the lack
of appropriate material.

The issue concludes with three speech texts from the one-day conference organized
by “KAIROS” for the Feast of the Three Hierarchs in 2025. The second part of the
event was dedicated to the 15 years of our Theological Association’s presence in public
discourse. In his contribution, Miltiadis Konstantinou highlights the radical
anthropology of the Apostle Paul, relating it to the crisis of faith, education, and
theological discourse in modern “post-Christian” society, and emphasizing the need
for a prophetic, living theology, while also analyzing the Church-State relationship, the
role of Theology, and the importance of an open, pedagogically substantive Religious
Education for a multicultural, democratic society of faith and dialogue. Katerina
Penirtzi-Zaharaki and Grigoris Mavrokostidis then submit their own interventions on
the role played by "KAIROS" in the upgrading of Religious Education, the connection
between theology and society, the training of theologians and the promotion of an
open and dialogical Religious Education course.
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
