FOOT-AND-MOUTH DISEASE SYNDROME IN A CHILD DUE TO COXSACKIE
A16 VIRUS

SUMMARY

A virus from a male child, 4 years old, with Foot-and-Mouth Disease syndrome, that is
vesicles on the tongue and toes, is isolated. This virus is lethal for unweaned mice, acid and
resistant to chloroform as well as to 50° C for 30° in the presence of 1M MgCl,. It does not
grow in calf kidney monolayers and IBRS-2 cells. The virus was identified as Coxsackie, ty-
pe A, using the serum neutralization test on mice, by the World Reference Laboratory (Pir-
bright-England).
