RESUME

Le but principal de cet article est d’examiner, en se basant sur les papyri
municipaux et grecs, pourquoi et comment les indigénes égyptiens ont été hel-
1énisés.

Il a été remarqué que les indigénes égyptiens connaissaient la langue
grecque et portaient de vrais noms grecs, non seulement pendant la période
hellénistique, mais aussi pendant celle qui a précédé.

Il a été également étudié quand et comment le terme grec «"EAAnv» a per-
du sa propre définition et sa stabilité. Ce fait a fourni ’occasion aux indigénes
de se nommer par le terme «"EAAnv» dans les papyri municipaux et grecs.

Nous avons constaté par les témoignages papyrologiques que la natio-
nalité persanne a perdu son sens propre et sa définition légale dés le début du
IIéme siecle avant J. Chr. Les indigénes profitérent de ce fait pour commen-
cer a se naturaliser perses dans le but de devenir membres du «rolitevpa»
persan.

Malgré que de gymnasia grecs y ont ét¢ d’abord établis pour protéger
I’hellénisme contre 'orientalisme, nous avons de témoignages papyrologiques
certifiant de I’attitude des indigénes dans ces gymnasia.
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
