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For article submission, you should create an account as an author
REGISTRATION AS AN AUTHOR
If you are not already a registered user, fill in the user registration form by selecting the "author" value in the "record as" field.

The following fields of your profile must be filled in:

1. Name

2. Surname

3. Email

4. Affiliated Foundation (title; "Foundation"; The fields are separated by a question mark among them, e.g. Postdoctoral Student; Aristotle University of Thessaloniki; Department of History and Archeology)

5. ORCID ID: ORCID ID is the international author ID, which is obtained free of charge at www.orcid.org with a simple registration.

6. Country
The author's name and surname are entered in the same language as the article you submit. Language selection is made in the 'Language Form' field, located at the top of the “User Registration” tab.

The rest of the data is given in two languages as follows:

First you must fill in the requested information in the language of the article you will submit, then you can select the second language in the "language form" and "submit" button, re-entering your information in the second language. Changes are saved after the registration is completed in both languages.

The English version of the data is mandatory.

IMPORTANT: The above procedure applies also to submitting the article metadata.

NOTE: Articles will not be evaluated if the fields are incomplete.

ARTICLE SUBMISSION
From your personal user page as an author, choose to “submit a new article” (five-step procedure):
1. Choose the section of the journal for submission (scientific articles & educational projects or book/research presentation)
2. Choose the main language in which the article is written from the dropdown list

3. Agree with the submission preparation checklist

4. Attach your paper

5. Fill in the article metadata first in the language that the article has been written, including author information for all authors (as described above).

The following metadata fields are mandatory:

1. Title

2. Summary (in both languages)

3. Keywords (in both languages, words are separated by a semicolon)

4. Language (enter el for Greek, en for English)

5. References (copy and paste the article references in this field into APA style).

We recommend filling in as many fields as possible in the Index. Indexing helps make the article more recognizable on the internet in a structured way.
OpenAIRE metadata
If your work is the result of European Commission funding through Horizon 2020 project, you must fill in this field with the grant agreement number. This will make the publication available in the European open access repository www.openaire.eu, which provides open access to all publications funded by the EU).

Supporting Institutions

We recommend completing this field if the article is the result of specific funding, a European project or a private funder of research (e.g. European Commission or Latsis Foundation).
