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Summary

Open and Distance Education makes use of the technology and is affected by it. It is
supported by the Course Management Systems and Learning Management Systems,
whose abilities are not satisfactorily utilized. Social Media could be used for the
incorporation of formal and informal learning. They allow the creation of networks
which favor the social interaction and communication, the collaboration, the support
and the creativity while decreasing the feeling of loneliness. As the loneliness and the
lack of support can be dealt with collaborative practice through lesson learning and as
collaborative education leads to better learning results, a question is raised to what
degree the use of Social Media can support better the interaction and the collaborative
learning in Open and Distance Education and to what degree the academic
performance of distance students is enhanced through interaction and student
collaboration in the Social Media.

The present study is important due to the fact that its results will broaden the
knowledge on the use of social media in the higher education of Open and Distance
Education to enhance the student interaction and collaborative learning through their
participation in them and their effect on the students’ performance. It will contribute
to create and develop new education practices, according to the theories of
constructivism and connectivism, and redesign programs with new teaching
strategies. The use of social media in the higher education can be used for
experimentation.

In the present study, a combination of the “Framework for interaction and cognitive
learning in connectivist learning contexts” of Wang, Chen & Anderson with the
criteria posed by Dillembourg for the collaborative learning, through the use of Social
Media, is attempted.

1) Operation interaction — Collaborative situation

2) Wayfinding interaction — Collaborative interaction

3) Sensemaking interaction — Collaborative mechanisms

4) Innovation interaction — Collaborative learning

As a method, a mixed method was used. A combination of quantitative method
(sample survey) and qualitative method (interview-participant observation) was used.
The sample used in the quantitative research was the students of the Hellenic Open
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University who participated in the private group of Facebook “Thesis of the Hellenic
Open University 2016-2017”. For the qualitative research seven semi-structured
interviews were held. Moreover, participant observation, posts and comments listing,
student interaction of those participating in the group “Thesis of the Hellenic Open
University 2016-2017” were held.

For the collection of data, a digital questionnaire submitted online, semi-structured
interviews and observation sheets from the social media (Facebook) were used. The
observation sheets concern a period of five months, from November 2016 to March
2017. The statistic processing of the quantitative data of the questionnaire was done
with the statistic tool SPSS 24.0 edition.

Although the entire sample was called to answer, the participation was voluntary, so
the sample can be considered adequate and convenient. Also, it should be taken into
consideration that most interview scales consider the views not the actual students’
performance. Because of the small sample number the results cannot be generalized.
Another restrictive factor is the small deviation percentage, and as a result the error
possibility is greater than 2%.

A strong agreement is ascertained on the view that social media facilitate the
connection and collaboration with peers as well as the connection of peers in groups
with a common aim, facilitate the connection in groups, networks, the modern
communication with peers, the interaction among the members of the group, the
negotiation of views among peers. On the other hand, it is ascertained that the
possibility of misunderstandings is present. Moreover, social media consist a very
good tool for the finding, gathering and sharing of information and sources among the
members of the group and the creation of Personal Learning Environments.

The interaction developed through the social media, according to Wang, Chen &
Anderson, affects accordingly the collaborative learning, based on the criteria by
Dillenbourg.

Through the analysis of the open questions, it is concluded that the majority of the
student participants prefers working collaboratively (or combined with individual
work) and expresses the willingness for collaborative learning through the social
media.

According to the students’ views, as they are depicted in the questionnaire, the
observation and the interviews, the use of social media in Open and Distance
Education can enhance the interaction and collaboration among the students, can
bring a better performance of individuals and teams and can support students
psychologically diminishing the feeling of loneliness. The Universities should take
into account the abilities offered through the social media and the willingness of
students for collaborative learning through the social media, in order to proceed in
structural changes which will include their use for better learning results.

In the future, an experimental implementation of the framework for interaction by
Wang et al. with the collaborative learning by Dillenbourg, in the framework of a
written paper of a thematic unit in the Hellenic Open University using social media is
suggested, so as to produce objective measurements for the effect of the use of social
media in the interaction and collaboration in the Open and Distance Education as well
as the students’ performance.
