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Extended summary

Literature review indicated positive effects of quality written feedback on written
assignments in  higher education as well as some typical quality
features/principles/practices to which effective written feedback appears to be related.
The present study focuses exclusively on quality features that are more relevant to
technical aspects of feedback (Evans, 2013) and are related to the content of feedback
(i-ix), written assignments’ marking-rating (xxi-xiii) and the timing of the feedback
(xiv-xv). According to higher education students’ and/or tutors views, some indicative
technical quality characteristics of feedback are the following:

(i) identify strengths and weaknesses of assignment (e.g. Sachdeva, 1996; Sioulis &
Gardikiotis, 2013; Stevenson, Sander & Naylor, 1996; Fernandez-Toro &
Furnborough, 2014); (ii) provide personalized feedback (e.g. Calfoglou,
Georgountzou, Hill & Sifakis, 2011; Planar & Moya, 2016; Sioulis & Gardikiotis,
2013), (iii) provide detailed comments (e.g. Fergusson, 2011; Jones & Blankenship,
2014; Roberts, 1996); (iv) correct and explain mistakes (e.g. Ferndndez-Toro &
Furnborough, 2014; Poulos & Mahony, 2008; Price, Handley, Millar, & O'Donovan,
2010); (v) provide guidance for assignment’s improvement and finding the relevant
answer (e.g. Segoe, 2013; Sioulis & Gardikiotis, 2013), (vi) provide guidelines in
order to improve students’ performance in subsequent assignments (e.g. Chokwe,
2015; Gardikiotis & Sioulis, 2013), (vii) provide comments that are clear and
comprehensible (e.g. Jones & Blankenship, 2014; Roberts, 1996; Sioulis &
Gardikiotis, 2013), (viii) offer encouragement and emotional support to students in
order to continue their efforts (e.g. Chokwe, 2015; Roberts, 1996; Sioulis &
Gardikiotis, 2013); (ix) provide feedback on the structure of the assignment and
language editing (e.g. comments on writing, spelling, citation, etc. — e.g. Fernandez-
Toro & Furnborough, 2014; Sioulis & Gardikiotis, 2013), (x) help students develop
critical thinking and academic writing (eg Chokwe, 2015; Lea & Street, 2006), (xi)
provide objective evaluation (eg Cole, Coats, & Lentell, 1986; Roberts, 1996), (xii)
link predetermined evaluation criteria with feedback (eg Gibbs & Simpson, 2005),
(xiii) provide detailed explanation of written assignments’ rating (eg Chetwynd &
Dobbyn, 2011; Chokwe, 2015), (xiv) provide timely feedback (Poulos & Mahony,
2008; Price et al, 2010; Roberts, 1996); and (xv) provide formative feedback (Poulos

& Mahony, 2008; Sioulis & Gardikiotis, 2013), that is, providing a first feedback on
the assignment’s draft in order to properly guide students in the preparation - writing
of their final assignment.

The importance of the quality and evaluation of the feedback provided by the teacher
to the students is highlighted by the inclusion of relevant assessment items in the
questionnaires for the assessment and certification of academic courses internationally
[for example, see the National Student Survey in the United Kingdom (Richardson,
2005), the Australian Course Experience Questionnaire (Ramsden, 2003) as well as
the internationally recognized Students’ Evaluation of Education Quality
Questionnaire (Marsh, 1982)]. A number of these research instruments have been
adapted and used to assess the quality of teaching in Greek universities
(Grammatikopoulos, Linardakis, Gregoriadis, & Oikonomidis, 2015; Stergiou &
Airey, 2012). At the Hellenic Open University (HOU) written assignments are a
fundamental learning pillar in the context of providing exclusively distance education
as well as a way of assessing students' learning path (Lionarakis, 1998). The
evaluation of tutors’ written feedback is one of the focus areas of HOU’s internal
evaluation which is carried out annually by HOU’s Internal Evaluation and Training
Unit (IETU).

The aim of the present study was to explore the views of students who attended
HOU’s master’s programs With semi-annual modules (during the first semester of the
academic year 2016-17, first-year of implementation of these master’s programs), of
the quality of written feedback they received from their tutors regarding modules’
educational activities. These master’s programs were developed under HOU’s new
strategic framework which aimed to enhance distance learning in higher education in
Greece by providing a flexible six-month course system, systematic tutors’
engagement in the educational process and digital educational material and
educational activities (Sideris, Spyropoulou, Kalantzi, & Androulakis, 2017). Digital
activities consisted mainly of closed-ended tasks (e.g. right-wrong, fill-in-the-blank,
matching), open-ended questions with short answer, PowerPoint presentations,
audiovisual material, wikis, and a semester written assignment. Tutors’ role was, inter
alia, to provide feedback on all of these activities.

For the purposes of the present research, responses of 646 students to open-ended
questions were obtained from two text forms of the IETU’s assessment questionnaire
regarding positive and negative aspects of tutors’ written feedback. Analysis of the
collected data was based on the data collected as well as on the findings of the
literature review. A set of codes emerged from the data analysis, which were
integrated into the following three themes: "Content of the written feedback
comments on educational activities”, "Grade - Marking of educational activities” and
“Time of sending feedback on educational activities". Furthermore, both the emerged
codes and themes were quantified.

The analysis of students' responses indicated that the topics students focus on are
mainly related to the "Content of the written feedback comments on educational
activities”, while the "Grade - Marking of educational activities" and "Time of
sending feedback on educational activities" topics are of less interest. Moreover, the
majority of students’ evaluation consisted of positive comments, indicating their
satisfaction from the written feedback they received.

Regarding the particular quality characteristics of the written feedback they received,
students appear to have formed a rather fragmented view as they do not systematically
report a set of diverse features that signify exactly the content quality of the feedback
they received. Among the quality features indicated by students regarding the content
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of the written feedback, the most prominent seem to be the following (arranged by
decreasing popularity): "contribution to learning™, "appropriate and clear feedback™,
"encouragement in feedback" and “detailed feedback”. In addition, the presence or
absence of "immediate - timely feedback™ appears to have received a relative
recognition from students.

Data analysis also highlighted some additional content quality features of written
feedback that emerged from the literature review as important elements of quality
feedback but they were mostly disregarded by students, e.g. the guiding
purpose/character of feedback, its comprehensibility as well as the highlighting of the
strengths and weaknesses of assignments. In addition, it is noteworthy that some other
feedback quality attributes indicated by the literature review, such as personalized
feedback, explanation of errors and suggestions for improvement or detailed
interpretation of ratings, are not included in students' comments on the positive or
negative aspects of their feedback.
