QUESTION:

My PhD dissertation refers to the tutor-
counselor’s role in distance learning and
the development of his support in the
Hellenic Open University. So,
considering your valuable experience |
would like to ask you which are the
elements that differentiate the tutor’s role
between distance and traditional higher
education?

ANSWER:

First, in distance education the tutor’s
role is a part of a team approach to
supporting direct instruction. This model
is based upon a scalable approach

large numbers of students. The team
typically includes instructional designers,
course writers, evaluation specialists,
academic advisors, technology specialists
and of course content experts (faculty).
Conversely, in the traditional university
the individual faculty member controls all
aspects of the instructional process —
content, design, technology and
evaluation - - - in traditional instruction
there is usually no tutor, however, there
may be a graduate assistant in post-
graduate programs that assists the faculty
member with teaching, grading, and
student feedback. Traditional universities
do employ tutors at the undergraduate
level to assist students who are having
difficulties with specific elements of the
learning process and/or content. These
tutors are support staff or other students;
these tutors are not involved in any roles
relative to content, design, and/or
evaluation; their role is solely support
functions.

Faculty members in traditional
universities have significantly more direct
interaction with students than in open and
distance learning programs despite the
use of interactive conferences in online
learning.

In open and distance education the tutor
plays an important role as the primary
link between the student and content for
both print and mediated (technology)
instruction. In a sense the tutor plays the
role of instructor, advisor and support
specialist in providing feedback to the
student.

Tutors at minimum should have a
master’s degree in the subject-
discipline as well as experience
teaching, advising, and assessment in
the content area. The one thing that
universities cannot teach is
experience and tutors that have little
experience in the subject area is
detrimental to the quality of
instruction. Institutions that employ
tutors without content expertise and
related experience are diminishing
the quality of open and distance
learning. Many institutions employ
non-qualified tutors because they are
less costly than qualified and
experienced personnel.

Tutors must have well developed
communication and interaction skills.
The ODL research is extensive on
the importance of interaction in the
instructional process. This includes
interaction with the student, the
content, and facilitating interaction
between and among students. Tutors
must also have sound communication
skills to interact with technology
specialists, instructional designers,
faculty members, and assessment
experts.

Tutors should have excellent writing
skills. Both undergraduate and post-
graduate students must learn to write
well — they need direct support on a
personal basis. Tutors do not always
assume this role — often ODL
programs will use writing coaches
that help students with grammar,
content organization, referencing

Student evaluation data is
critical for improving the quality of
instruction and for providing
feedback to tutors.

QUESTION:

Could OER play an essential role in
tutors’ academic development? Could
you please describe that role?

ANSWER:

Yes, OER could play a supporting role
but it is questionable whether this would
be an ‘essential’ role. Open Educational
Resources are open content and
depending on the licensing parameters
(Creative Commons) most OERs can be
modified, reused and redistributed unless
the licensing agreement states ‘no
derivatives’ meaning they can normally
be reused and distributed BUT not
changed or altered. Secondly, OERs are
not free - - - it takes time and money to
manage, organize, modify, distribute and
assess their use. In other words, you will
need support staff to support OERs
practices and management. A major
problem with OERs is there is still no
sustainable business model for their
development, use, re-use, management
and distribution. Most major OER
initiatives have received moneys from the
government, foundations, global
associations (UNESCO, EU, Gates
Foundation, Hewlett Foundaton, etc.);
and hence given OERs are essentially
free the field is still exploring the best
models to derive revenues from the direct
provision of OERs.

OERs could be used to support tutor
academic development if multiple
institutions are willing to contribute their

to everyone. Tutors and other academic
specialists could contribute to these
OERs and over time you would have an
invaluable resource for ODL tutors.
These OERs could be categorized by
specific areas that are needed by tutors —
content management, student interaction
skills, quality writing, assessment
practices, and innovative uses of support
technologies. A major repository would
be an excellent resource for institutions
and tutors. Another consideration would
be either to standardize the OERs for
tutors in one language or make them
available in multiple languages. The
second option will require staff to
translate and convert the tutor OERs into
those languages.
