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Modelling population shifts to the rural:
resilience, attractiveness and revitalization issues in
the era of crisis

Abstract

I n the context of the crisis and its economic and social impacts the livelihoods
revisited. As an alternative to the economic impasse, a pattern on counterur-
banization has significantly emerged. The main purpose of the present study is to
explore the dynamics of the countryside through the attractiveness of the urban
population. An econometric model was applied to data from population Censuses
and Hellenic Statistical Authority registers. The findings suggest that the ex-ur-
bans prefer not remote, urban-like destinations, with infrastructure and services,
while more attractive seem to be the areas with employment opportunities.

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1. Introduction

he era of the crisis has caused a whole host of changes in the Greek territory.

The economic dysfunctions have resulted in changes in the migration scene by
redistributing a significant part of the urban population. The counterurbanization
appeared for many as an attractive alternative against the crisis. Beyond this
view, certain rural areas revitalized by becoming destination poles for ex-urbans.

However, the broader context of Greek rural space addresses heterogeneity
and highlights the nuances of spatial inequalities. Austerity policies implement-
ed during the economic crisis did not take into account the spatial dimension,
fueling even greater inequalities (Artelaris, 2017). The exploring of the country-
side’s sustainability, resilience and attractiveness determinants is at stake since
it would be utopian to be treated as a “single” space. It still remains a pivotal is-
sue whether under the development of the economic crisis the Greek rural areas
enhanced their resilience (Papadopoulos, 2019).

The population shifts to the rural are closely intertwined with the attractive-
ness and consequently the resilience of an area. The main determinant for ad-
dressing resilience is the ability to meet the main social and economic needs of
the local population, thus contributing to a minimum level of social integration
and improving living standards. Through this study, it is attempted to explore
the contribution of spatial, demographic, social and economic factors in the rural
attractiveness.

In this study, it is first applied a short review of the theoretical literature
on Greek rural areas, their attractiveness and their temporal transforma-
tion. Continuing is clarified the relationship between rural attractiveness and
counterurbanization, in times of the economic crisis. In the second section, there
are presented the determinants assessed to affect rural attractiveness and the
econometric model specification. Finally, the results and discussion section de-
pict the main findings and explore the underlying issues of the relationship be-
tween space, population, and attractiveness.

2. A review of the theoretical literature

T he recent economic crisis has significantly raised issues of resilience, at-
tractiveness, and revitalization in rural areas. Their multifaceted nature
requires to formulate a framework in which both endogenous factors and exter-
nal control sources play a dominant role. These issues, therefore, concern the
estimation and adaptation of an area to external conditions, like the economic
crisis, while simultaneously addressing internal demographic, social, economic,
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and environmental weaknesses (Schouten, Van Der Heide and Heijman, 2009).
To address resilience in rural areas special characteristics need to be routed as
human and natural resources, investment and infrastructure, social capital and
local knowledge (Anthopoulou, Kaberis and Petrou, 2013), welfare and social
justice (Silva and Cardoso, 2017; Heijjman, Hagelaar and van der Heide, 2019).

In recent decades, the Greek countryside has turned into a field of ongoing
transformations. It is not just a complementary area of the urban fabric but has
been transformed into a multi-functional space with the potential to develop
multiple economic activities (Maravegias, 2007). This evolution in rural areas
reshaped the unidirectional orientation of the agriculture sector towards a multi-
functional space for production, export, leisure and tourism and thus substantial
consumption of the countryside takes place (Papadopoulos, 2004). Additional
activities set up in the new countryside include construction, industrialization,
promotion of local traditional products and holiday homes (Kayser, 1990;
Anthopoulou and Gousios, 2007).

In particular cases, the development of services and activities revitalized
demographically the countryside. Changes in the spatial distribution of the
population, a decrease in the population growth rate of urban centers, and
population recovery of rural areas are being identified (Kyriazi - Allison,
2009). Mobility shifts to the rural could also strengthen local social resilience
(Papadopoulos et al., 2019). Focusing on demographic dynamics, migration affects
highly an areas’ operation and may lead to population redistribution, where new
spatial patterns and attractive areas emerge (Davezies, 2009; Baudet, 2011).

The relative increase in population in certain rural areas is not due to the
increase in natural balance but to “newcomers” who are exploited according to
the geographical characteristics of each region (Kasimis, Papadopoulos and Pap-
pas, 2010). At the same time, the migratory inflows of the foreign population
expanded in the - discarded by the locals - agriculture sector also contributed to
demographic breath (Kotzamanis and Duquenne, 2012). There emerge definitely
new migration types and directions where the larger urban centers are not sys-
tematically the preferred destination.

The non-consideration of the economic crisis in the impact on urban shifts
to the rural would be a serious omission. Prior to the economic crisis, the return
to the countryside implied the close bonds to the place of origin (Duquenne and
Kaklamani, 2009; Gkartzios, 2013; Petrou and Koutsou, 2014). The debate though
on counterurban mobilities in times of crisis is gaining interest from empirical
findings highlighting the pursuit of culture, voluntarism, collectivism (Gkartzios
and Scott, 2015) and “rural idyll” (Anthopoulou, Kaberis and Petrou, 2017).
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The economic crisis in Greece is increasingly leading to smaller rates of
urbanization. After 2000 the systematic exodus from rural areas was paused,
mainly due to the crisis (Kasimis and Papadopoulos, 2013). During 2001-2011
almost 27% of the urban population moved installed in a non-urban destina-
tion highlighting discrete spatial patterns (Author, year). Moreover, 50% of
semi-urban and 55% of predominantly rural areas attracted population origi-
nating from Athens.

Settlements with a population of more than 100,000 in Attica and Thessa-
loniki recorded a significant population decline (on average 1.3%) mostly due to
emigration and negative natural balance (Salvati, 2019). Empirical findings of
the last two censuses address the urban population dynamics however a trend
of urban shrinkage is emerging, gaining increasing interest as it focuses on the
two largest Greek regions (Manika and Anastasiou, 2015). In the NUTS-2 level,
from 31/12/2009 till the last census date (2011), the migration balance in Attica
and Central Macedonia (regions that include Athens and Thessaloniki) is nega-
tive, whereas all the rest, especially the insular (Salvati, 2019), have a slightly
positive or clearly positive impact (Duquenne, 2014).

These findings are linked to the deeply suffered crisis effects of the urban
population. On the contrary, the rural areas seem to be showing greater resil-
ience during the same period (Psycharis, Kallioras and Pantazis, 2014). Further
research on the potential for mobility to the rural implies the willingness of the
younger and unemployed Athenians to move (Remoundou, Gkartzios and Garrod,
2016). During 2008-2011, almost 17,000 urban residents moved to the rural in or-
der to get employed in the agriculture sector (Kasimis and Papadopoulos, 2013).

However, it must be noticed that the countryside is not a panacea for the
crisis. The agricultural profession seems to be an attractive alternative out of
the impasse, but it is not economically viable for everyone (Daudon and Vergos,
2015; Artelaris, 2017).

Concerning the human aspect, the rural attractiveness is a mixed spatial
context, related both to permanent residents in destination and movers incen-
tives. An additional issue appears as regards the sociological point of view and
broaches the heterogeneity between locals (rurals) and newcomers (ex-urbans).
The coexistence among people with different biotheories and the differentiation
in mixing especially of behavioral characteristics could potentially disrupt social
cohesion. Besides, urban residents think of rurality as an urban-like concept in
non-isolated areas, close to the cities (Remoundou, Gkartzios and Garrod, 2016)
and their settlement in an unexpected environment often triggers social depri-
vation (Anthopoulou, Kaberis and Petrou, 2017). Another aspect contributing to
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this is that in rural Greece poverty is particularly marked (Mitrakos, 2014) and
a significant part of the population lives in conditions of severe material depriva-
tion (more than 20% of rural population) (Eurostat, 2018).

Despite the indicative findings of individual surveys aforementioned, in
Greece, internal migration in recent decades has been little studied mainly due
to the non-availability of data. Over time, the exodus of the population from the
rural areas has led to a significant demographic weakening of the countryside,
due to the population ageing, the depreciation of the agricultural occupancy and
the migration of young labor force to Greek urban areas or abroad. However, the
economic crisis contributed to the revitalization of certain rural areas, especial-
ly those with high population inflows Author (year). High-intensity flows can
change both the structure and operation of space and enhance attractiveness,
based on a social multiplier effect, as the theory of residential economy argues
(Davezies, 2009).

3. Data and Econometric Methodology
3.1 Data

he special characteristics of the rural areas as well as their transition of a

space of monodisciplinary character to multidimensional are widely studied
in the literature. As aforementioned, the discussion regarding internal migration
and particularly urban-to-rural mobilities has received increased attention in
the last decades. Furthermore, there is a distinct differentiation between the
push and the pull factors of migration decision-making.

The present study focuses on pull factors that attract the urban Greeks in
the countryside and at the same time reflect the space dynamics. The population
of the study concern the Kapodistrian municipalities with significant inflows
intensity (>10%) during 2001-2011 (247 in total recorded high-intensity inflows)
(Appendix B). It should also be mentioned that the flows concern the Greek
population that in 2001 resided in an urban municipality and 2011 were recorded
in a non-urban municipality.

The dependent variable Inflows addresses the total flows entered in a non-
urban municipality in the period 2001-2011 and results from the data of the
Population-Housing Censuses of the representative years. The interpretative
variables (Table 1) concern a series of demographic, social, economic and
geographic factors.

Rural Classification (Typ): This variable expands the geographical distinc-
tion of the Greek countryside. The greek non-urban space is characterized by
high heterogeneity, consequently, the countryside refers both to insular, moun-
tainous and lowland spatial units. Furthermore, except for geomorphological
criteria, rural space differs in population distribution as well as economic activ-
ity and/or specialization and infrastructure. The ordinal variable Typ gets three
values, I=semi-Urban, 2= Semi-Rural, 3=predominantly Rural municipalities
regarding the degree of population urbanity (Author, year).

Littoral locality (Coastal): The trend of the population’s mobility to coastal
areas has been established under the term “littoralisation” (Zucca, 2004). This
phenomenon gives impetus to the coastal economy and favors the development of
activities such as tourism, fishing, navigation and others (Zdruli, 2008; Jakar and
Razin, 2012). In this context, the dummy variable “coastal” was created as an in-
terpretive component of internal migration. It takes the value “1” when it comes
to coastal municipalities and “0” for non-coastal municipalities, by reflecting at
the same time the advantage or disadvantage of a spatial unit’s location.

Settlements (Seit): This variable represents the number of settlements in a
municipality. The dispersion of settlements in the area is an indication of possi-
ble mobility within a spatial unit. The variable Sett can provide indirect informa-
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tion about the quality of the measurement of mobility and especially its intensity
(Duquenne, 2014).

Gymnasiums (EduSec): The specific variable indicates the count of gymna-
siums in a municipality. Access to secondary education is vital to human and
economic development (King, McGrath and Rose, 2007). Furthermore, secondary
education is a bridge to connect youngs with adult life, providing the supplies,
skills and social values for a healthy future (Jacob and Lehner, 2011). In Greece,
it is observed an unwillingness of teachers to be positioned in rural, and isolated
areas, that automatically impair the quality of schooling networks in remote
areas (OECD, 2011).

Employees in arts, recreation, and entertainment (EmpARE): This variable
employs a proportion to indirect measure the differentiation of the economic fab-
ric, as regards the sector of arts, recreation and entertainment. It covers a wide
range of activities regarding the general public. In Greece, almost 165,298 peo-
ple are currently occupied in the specific sector (CEDEFOP, 2018).

The proportion is based on the distribution of the employees of a spatial unit
in the sectors of the specific economic activity to the total employees. Finally,
it facilitates the exploration of the economic specialization of an area to arts,
recreation, and entertainment and therefore the employment opportunities in
specific activities.

Proportion of catering service activities to the population (CatSer): This is an indicator
that highlights the potential of the economy in municipal units. It is defined as the number
of catering service businesses to the permanent population (1000 people) and reflects the
penetration of catering service activities in municipalities.

The indicator may be interpreted variously depending on the observer’s
point of view: on the one hand, it reflects the degree to which a municipality’s
residents approach the service and the ease of access to the specific economic
activity. On the other hand, it reveals the degree of goods and services supply
in an area and third the concentration of goods and services in proportion to the
population of each location.
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Location Quotient of catering service activities (LQ_CatSer). A locational
analysis method proposed here to approach the economic view of the countryside
is the Location Coefficient. It is employed to quantify and estimate the impor-
tance of the catering service activities in a spatial entity in relation to the im-
portance of the same activity in Greece (Norcliffe, 1982). It essentially highlights
the contribution of an area in relation to the national average.

Newly built dwellings (DwelAge): Age of construction is one of the buildings’
main characteristics. The ratio of the newly built dwellings in a municipality
to the older ones is an indication of the urban construction trend and is
connected with the prestige and the potential economic development of the
area (Kalogirou, 2015). At the household level, newly built houses contribute
to the presence of quality housing and living conditions and the development
of an urban-oriented lifestyle (Lepkova et al., 2017)consequences, merits and
demerits of the assessment of customer satisfaction are also named. A survey
of customer satisfaction helps to evaluate the quality of dwellings according to
their technical and functional parameters, as well as the degree of cooperation
between customers and developers/contractors. The customer satisfaction index
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(CSI. For the present paper, we define as new, the houses that were built after
2000, that is, within the decade under consideration.

Therefore we define the variable DwelAge as the houses built after 2000 to those
built before 2000. This ration addresses the relative intensity of the new houses
built in an area.

3.2 Model Specification

To capture the factors that determine population shifts in a non-urban
municipality, an econometric model is applied. In the present, the number of
population inflows into a municipality is a linear function of spatial, demographic,
social, and economic parameters. Therefore in the model described below there
are adopted various dependent variables potentially affecting the magnitude of
population flows.

The geographical distinction of the Greek countryside has a strong influence
on the determination of rural-in mobilities. The Typ variable captures that
distinction and consequently elaborates on the patterns of internal migration. As
shown in the relevant literature (Author, year) typ is expected to receive a positive
sign. Specifically during 2001-2011 urban to semi-urban flows corresponded to
11% of the total urban outflows, where urban to rural corresponded to 15.7%
respectively. Nevertheless, the dominant mobilities originated from the urban
space move mainly towards another rural space (73% of the total outflows from
urban space).

As regards the impact of the littoral identity (Coastal) of a municipality
on the inflows to the countryside is expected to be positive. The coastal nature
of an area attracts population mobility, as tourism development both creates
potential inflows into the local labor market (Duquenne and Kaklamani, 2010)
and promotes road network improvement projects to facilitate access (Doumenge,
1956). Mobility shifts to the coastal areas mainly concern retirees and the elderly
by means of offering quality living conditions (Pennington, 2013).

The settlements constitute an additional component in the interpretation of
human mobility. Both the size and the range of the distribution of the settlements
into a wider area are crucial for the understanding of population installation
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(Social Sciences Foundation Course Team, 1970). The less-dense settlements
lack basic housing conditions and infrastructure services (Schwedes, 2017).
What these strands imply is that the fewer and more scattered the settlements
in a municipality, the smaller the population flows to it. So Sett is expected to
receive a positive sign.

From an economic perspective, itis crucial to examine the impact of employment
opportunities in two dynamic sectors in rural economies. It is considered positive
for the migratory patterns of the fact that the countryside has been enhanced with
arts, recreation, and entertainment amenities (EmpARE) (Johnson and Stewart,
2005; Ulrich-Schad, 2015). Under this context, some rural areas may be led to the
revitalization and constitute an attractiveness pole of newcomers, either taking
advantage of the economic opportunities that arise or the willingness for the rural
idyl. By the same token, both catering service activities and their spatial allocation
(CatSer, LQ_CatSer) play an important role in human behavior as regards
population shifts (Shen, 2019). The catering service industry in the countryside is
a major commercial activity especially in areas of touristic and recreation interest
as well as in the population dynamic settlements.

The demographic aspect of the urban-to-rural approach is extensively linked to the
population dynamics of an area. High population spatial units concentrate a series of benefits,
like diversity in infrastructure and services, wide economic fabric, and social well-being. The
more populated is a location the more potential spill-over effects reaps. However, the stakes
are high as regards the age structure of the population. The expectations of the Greek urban
people to settle in a spatial unit with young and active population are considered to be higher
than moving to aged or depopulated locations, so the elasticity of Age-dependency ratio
(ADR) is expected to be negative.

Existence and quality of education structures are a priority in choosing a
migratory destination, especially when it comes to households with minor children.
This context is consistent with the natural course of events that occur during
a person’s life cycle. Parents are vulnerable to the upbringing of their children,
which would prevent them from being installed in a remote and isolated area. So,
the change in a municipality’s inflows will probably increase with an increase in
the number of gymnasiums (EduSec); though empirical evidence shows a lack of
educational activities, especially in isolated and remote areas (Author, year).

Finally, as regards housing incentives, lower costs, housing conditions,
and affordance opportunities attract the population to reside in certain rural
areas (Eurostat, 2018). Nevertheless, rural housing is relatively older than
urban (Woods, 2011). Empirical evidence shows that localities with newly built
dwellings are more likely to receive high mobility rates (Myers, Choi and Lee,
1997). Given these, the variable DwelAge is expected to receive a positive sign.
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4. Results

P rior to presenting the econometric analysis findings, a descriptive analysis
was applied (Table 2, Table 3) to better describe the sample. The rural
classification in Greece into three subgroups allows as ascertaining the degree of
urbanity in the non-urban localities. So, the greek non-urban localities presented
high intensity of inflows during 2001-2011 (247 in total) are mostly predominantly
rural (65.6%), whereas a significant proportion (23.9%) corresponds to semi-urban
areas. An additional significant geographical characteristic is the littoral identity
of the under-study municipalities. Thus it is observed that most rural areas of
the sample are coastal (60.7%). Finally, from a social and/or infrastructure point
of view almost one out of four municipalities have no secondary schools at all
where more than one in two municipalities have one gymnasium.

The numeric variables with the exception of the age-dependency ratio present
significant variation and thus, we may assume spatial inequalities that have to be
further examined. There are on average almost 16 settlements in the under-study
municipalities. Further considering the descriptive statistics it is observed both
the population and housing ageing as well as the high concentration of catering
services in certain rural areas.

The econometric model employed multiple linear regression to predict the
inflows to the rural space in Greece based on spatial/geomorphological criteria
as well as economic, demographic, and social. Before modeling this relationship,
the regression equation suggests basic assumptions to be met. The sample size
is adequate as it ensures a minimum proportion of observations to variables,
10:1 (Hair et al., 2018). A linear relationship between inflows and predictors is
observed, as well as an absence of multicollinearity (Appendix A) and autocor-
relation (Table 4). For the estimations was also used White’s heteroskedastici-
ty-consistent covariance matrix estimator by performing Monte Carlo simulation
(White, 1980; Cribari-Neto and Zarkos, 2001)which is commonly used in empir-
ical research, and also on some alternatives based on different bootstrapping
schemes. Our results reveal that the White estimator can be considerably biased
when the sample size is not very large, that bias correction via bootstrap does not
work well, and that the weighted bootstrap estimators tend to display smaller
biases than the White estimator and its variants, under both homoskedasticity
and heteroskedasticity.

A significant regression equation was found (F (9, 247) = 52.286, p < .000),
with an R? of .665, that is considered satisfying, in terms of goodness of fit (Ta-
ble 4). The empirical results show that all predictors contribute significantly to
rural-in mobilities.

The predictors that mostly affect the population shifts to the rural spatial
units are rural classification, housing age, diversity in secondary education, and
the number of settlements in a municipality. The contribution especially of the
spatial variables in inflows magnitude has a strong impact, confirming once
again that space is not neutral. Rural classification (Typ) with an unexpected
negative sign shows the inability of the predominantly rural locations to attract
population. The coefficient of the specific variable is the largest among all predic-
tors. The more urbanized a municipality, ceteris paribus, the more newcomers
receive, so moving down the urban-rural hierarchy it is less likely to attract a
new population. This, in fact, is related to the geographical distance and limited
infrastructure and services in remote rural areas.

As regards settlements (Sett), the larger their number in a municipality the
more inflows are attracted. The positive sign of the number of settlements in an
area dominantly addresses spatial socialization (Paasi, 1996). Furthermore, a
large number of settlements justifies wider access to infrastructure and services
and consequently facilitates population mobility. Therefore the expected positive
sign is validated.

Littoral destinations (Coastal) and inflows have a weak relationship. Nev-
ertheless, the unexpected negative sign of the elasticity for littoral destinations
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reveals an alternative approach in human behavior in terms of perspective on
space consumption. The Greek countryside and thus coastal zones are mostly
associated with tourism and recreation. The movers will likely combine these
locations as escape routes from everyday life in terms of its rhythms.

The coefficient of the employees in arts, recreation, and entertainment vari-
able (EmpARE) receive the expected positive sign with a moderate relationship.
This variable is also statistically significant. As aforementioned, the countryside
provides a variety of recreational amenities and this in turn creates employment
opportunities. The more increasing the employees in the specific economic sec-
tor, the more attractive is the corresponding location both in terms of finding a
job as well as the number, variety, and quality of amenities provided.

However, the economic fabric is spatially differentiated, which is confirmed by
the rather unexpected negative sign of the variables concerning the catering ser-
vices (CatSer, LQ_CatSer). An increase in the proportion of catering service activ-
ities to the population apparently leads to lower migration inflows. This finding is
probably explained by the fact that the majority of the understudy municipalities
have high economic specialization in catering service activities (mean LQ = 1.9).
The local markets’ relative saturation is not an incentive to install a new popula-
tion as long as there are no further business and employment opportunities.

The age dependency ratio’s (ADR) sign is associated with a negative coef-
ficient. The larger the inactive population, the smaller the number of rural-in
flows. The negative relationship between population dynamics and shifts is
capturing the demographic pressure in the countryside. The spatial population
structure varies across non-urban areas. Population shifts to areas with a small
proportion of ageing is more likely to happen. This in fact states the obvious, that
localities with population dynamics attract also dynamic populations.

Secondary education (EduSec) as expected has a significant, strong, and posi-
tive impact on the migration decision. The likelihood to enter a non-urban munic-
ipality is obviously higher when there exists at least one gymnasium. Especially
when talking about households with children it is crucial the need for educational
infrastructure. From this point of view, ceteris paribus, non-urban municipalities
attract more population when they offer a wide secondary schooling network.

The housing age (AgeDwel) plays an important role in the migration de-
cision. The expected positive significant impact on inflows lies in the housing
opportunities emerging in rural Greek areas. The standardized coefficient sug-
gests a significant relationship between housing age and inflows. A non-urban
municipality attracts a higher proportion of populations when the housing sector
consists of newly-built dwellings. Considering that in urban areas the housing
costs are much higher the potential movers benefit the best value for money.
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5. Conclusions

n the presented paper an attempt was made to predict the factors attracting

high population inflows to the countryside. The population shifts in a non-ur-
ban entity are a function of a set of geographic, demographic, social and econom-
ic factors.

The empirical results of the present show that ex-urbans even in the coun-
tryside looking for an urban lifestyle. The population shifts towards semi-urban
localities underline both the preference and/or need of the moving urban pop-
ulation to reside in an urban-like area. This finding indirectly raises the issue
of the rural (not) attractiveness. The countryside attracts higher proportions of
in-migrants in the semi-urban areas providing the capacity for easy access to
infrastructure, services and education.

The crisis fierce effects on urban population shifts are obvious in selecting
destinations based on employment criteria. It is observed preference of settle-
ment in areas with employment opportunities in arts, entertainment and recrea-
tion, while it is inversely construed when areas with a significant degree of cater-
ing service activities. Although the latter is also an indirect means of socializing
the findings suggest that what is at stake is the solution to the work impasse.

Inevitably, the rural revitalization chain is a sequence of population rejuve-
nation and motives of attractiveness. In recent years, interventions have indeed
taken place aimed to treat the isolation, based on the special character of rural
areas. The recent decades the Greek countryside has been transformed and is
still trying to adapt to new “smart” data. However, geographical isolation is cur-
rently a major obstacle to attracting a new population to settle, to the growth of
the economic fabric, and consequently, to real revitalization. Nevertheless “no
one goes everywhere” and therefore specific human-spatial patterns emerge even
in seemingly unattractive areas (Author, year).

Therefore, the attractiveness of the urban population in the countryside
should be considered on the basis of a) movers incentives b) movers demographic
profile c) space dynamics. Rural revitalization policies must be properly adapted,
without the Greek countryside being treated as a single space. The potentials
that arise from the countryside’s diverse character could impact the country’s
economic course and achieve a better spatial balance. At the same time, social
policy planning is crucial to eliminate urban-rural inequalities.

Potential limitations in the present study could include the unavailable data
on such a low spatial scale. The importance of the findings hence requires fur-
ther strengthening with a view to improving the count of the predictor variables
with special emphasis on the age structure of the population and the distance
between origin and destination.

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Abstract

his article focuses on Greece before and shortly after World War I. Important

aspects of the role of the National Bank and the economic conditions of
Greece during the interwar period will be presented. Relevant efforts for the
establishment of a national financial banking institution in Greece had been
made since the beginning of the life of the independent Greek state and
since the time of Kapodistrias. The efforts finally succeeded in 1841 with the
establishment of the National Bank of Greece. The National Bank was to rely on
the foreign exchange coverage provided by the Allies’ accounting credits during
1918. These credits, in fact, were in equal shares and had a total value of FRF
750 million. However, by the end of World War I, only a small part of the Allies’
commitments regarding accounting credits had been implemented. At the same
time, the situation became even more difficult in 1919, with the signing of a
supplementary agreement for additional accounting appropriations of 100 FRF
million. Meanwhile, 1928 was a milestone year in terms of a process for the reform
of the domestic banking system in Greece, an element that was reflected through
the establishment of the Bank of Greece. Of course, over time, public debt has not
ceased to be an unbearable burden for the Greek economy and society and has
always been combined with a number of endogenous problems and factors, such
as the customer system and corruption. Bankruptcies, such as the one in 1893,
can also be considered the result of the Greek state’s efforts to solve its financial
problems through a combination of an unfavorable international climate and
internal structural difficulties. The relevant problems, after all, have more or
less persisted to this day.

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Abstract

Along-term assessment of the EU integration process is attempted for the
1971-2015 period, by comparing per capita Gross Domestic Product (in con-
stant Purchasing Power Parities) and its change, for EU-15 and non-EU states
that are members of the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Develop-
ment. A growing divergence is found between Greece but also Portugal and the
EU southern periphery on the one hand, and Luxembourg, Ireland and Scandi-
navian states on the other that have benefited from EU integration, especial-
ly after the Eurozone was formed. Those EU-15 members that have joined the
Eurozone have not benefited as much as non-members. It is suggested that two
types of states can be trapped by the integration process: The relative or abso-
lute losers of the currency zone, like Greece and states like the UK that have
benefited less from integration, while choosing to remain at an earlier integra-
tion stage. Given the mix of monetary and fiscal policies pursued, resolving the
former problem will require setting-up a common production union to advance
competitiveness and co-operation, while solution to the latter should avoid the
risk of disintegration and of the permanent loss of EU membership.

1. Introduction

T he vision of a united Europe has never been promoted in the history of
Europe before as much as during the last decades. However, the recent
“Brexit”, the first serious disintegration step at the EU, has exposed the stability,
legitimacy and acceptance of the EU edifice, at least for citizens in one of its
former constituent members, the UK.

The present work assesses the long-term results of the European integration
process upon EU member-states, focusing on those states that have historically
joined earlier the common integration effort, and in particular before the 2005
EU enlargement. These states have taken the decision to form the common
monetary zone and have taken the decisive steps to set up the Eurozone in 2001.

After discussing few points concerning “Brexit”, the potential, much
discussed at the beginning of the Greek crisis “Grexit”, and the EU response
to KEurozone’s crisis, a macroeconomic analysis is provided that emphasizes the
necessity to apply common supply-side policies in states that were given limited
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room for manoeuvre beyond the decisions taken for common monetary and fiscal
policy, and which had not managed to recover from the crisis or gain significant
benefits out of the integration process so far. Then, evidence is provided on the
results of the long-term integration process at a period extending from 1971 to
2015, using GDP per head (measured in constant purchasing power parities)
for all EU states, members of the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and
Development (OECD) that have joined the EU before the 2005 enlargement.
These are compared with each other and with other OECD states.

The results emphasize the growing gap and divergence in GDP per head
terms between some outliers of the European integration process and some
losers. The discussion that follows focuses on resolving the problem in Greece,
Eurozone and the EU Southern periphery, refers to the UK and its position
before exiting the EU that made it hard to decide whether to leave the EU, and
raises few points necessary for better processing and organizing the integration
path taken at the EU.

2. The crisis at the Eurozone, its resulting policy adjust-
ment and some points concerning Brexit and Grexit

T he EU is now composed of a common currency zone, its most integrated part,
joined by most of its member-states, the European Single Market shared by
all its members, including three out of four EFTA states (Norway, Iceland and
Liechtenstein), forming together the European Economic Area, and the Customs
Union, now shared by all EU member-states, three small-in-size non-members
-namely San Marino, Monaco and Andorra- and Turkey. EU members-states
have chosen to leave behind their differences and collaborate in deepening
their economic integration. However, several states had decided not to join the
common currency, keeping their autonomy and preserving their rights to follow
individual development paths.

The EU is as an economic union or block that has been formed to help and
promote the economies and economic interests of its member-states. Economic
development, welfare and the rise of standards of living is the key rationale behind
economic integration. Many theorists in early integration studies had proclaimed
that welfare will rise in the transition from a Free Trade Area to Customs Union
and then to Common Market, both for consumers and producers. The early stages
of European integration were associated with the development of international
trade and its promotion that was expected to act as a major growth driver. As the
European states have moved further in their integration, they have decided to
share the common currency and start an economic union as well.
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However, recently they have realized that a monetary union alone is not the
only precondition to resolve economic problems and bring growth and stability.
This realisation came only after significant events took place in chain: the 2009
global crisis, the speculation against the common currency, the flying away of
financial and human capital from crisis-hit countries, most notably Greece, the
rise of a strong sentiment of euroscepticism in dissatisfied European societies
and the recent democratic choice of “Brexit”.

The 2009 crisis was essentially a debt and BOP crisis. As debtor countries
were unable to borrow funds, creditor countries had soon realized the necessity
to lend them and implement bail-out programmes to avoid the collapse of
Eurozone (Frieden and Walters, 2017). If each state had its own currency, deficit
countries could have tackled a strong BOP imbalance through exchange-rate
devaluation as an external adjustment, combined with structural reforms and
austerity as internal adjustments. On the other hand, surplus countries would
have employed exchange-rate appreciation or run inflation and promote reforms
aiming to boost demand (see Frieden and Walters, 2017). But for member-states
sharing a common currency, external-rate adjustment is not the best possible
choice for all, and only an internal devaluation process in debtor countries with
structural reforms was considered feasible, to allow reducing unit labour costs
and raising competitiveness. This is despite the side-effects of such policy, which
are unemployment, lower wages, asset price deflation and recession (Frieden
and Walters, 2017). The expectations from such a policy and its side-effects
are that it will bring divergence of economies, at least in the short-run. Debtor
countries can either repay debts in full, by applying restrictive domestic fiscal
policies (through raising tax rates and cutting tax expenditures) that would face
the cost of higher unemployment and reduced economic activity or seek debt
restructuring, which could lead to agreements sharing the debt burden (Frieden
and Walters, 2017).

The adoption of the common currency without few significant elements
needed in place for the banking, fiscal and political unification has caused several
economic problems that were intensified after the outburst of the recent financial
crisis. Significant aspects at the monetary unification stage were not given ample
thought and consideration, such as putting earlier in place macroeconomic
stabilizers. The absence of these aspects has revealed a considerable policy
vacuum at the Eurozone, EU and national level, putting in motion the reflexes
of European governance.

The 2009 crisis in Greece and its management have revealed several gaps in
policies needed to promote the common EMU edifice. To fill in these policy gaps,
many institutional and policy changes have taken place at the Eurozone and
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the EU, and several EMU components were established, suggested to lead to a
Banking, Fiscal and a Common Markets Union. Such policies have surrounded
the operation of the monetary union, aiming to support its efficacy and the
capacity of Eurozone states to take the right decisions about their economies
(Ikonomou, 2020).

In particular fiscal policies have become tighter, because their relaxing for a
long period was considered a major cause of the crisis in Greece, and elsewhere
in the southern periphery. In Greece for example, the relaxing of fiscal policy
has started since the country has joined the EC in 1981, and continued until
the outburst of the crisis, with only few exceptions (see Ikonomou, 2018 for an
analysis of the extended range of domestic causes of the Greek crisis). As for the
common monetary policy, it took some time before significant policy action and
amendments take place.

Common monetary and fiscal decisions taken by Eurozone partners were
rather unpleasant for the Greek society, whose economic reform was requested
to be applied through consecutive memoranda of understanding. A part of the
Greek society was agitated at the beginning of the Greek crisis, throughout the
negotiations held with Troika for the policy action requested and the application
of these memoranda of understanding, opening the prospect for Greece to exit
the Eurozone. The crisis has unveiled that there was neither an insolvency
procedure for bankrupt states in operation nor an exit procedure for states to
abandon the monetary union, return at an earlier integration stage or even exit
the Union as a whole (see Ikonomou, 2018).

The almost simultaneous debates held in EU policy circles and media on
the prospect of Greece and the UK to exit either the Eurozone or the Union as a
whole (even if these were not similar cases) have influenced the latter on its final
decision to exit the EU and the Common Market, where it participated. Based on
the marginal democratic decision for the exit of the UK from the EU, one could
argue that the prospect of “Grexit”, a serious problem that concerned the core of
the most advanced integration stage reached in the EU, acted as a “sparkle” that
brought the “fire” of Brexit. Fiscal austerity, economic insecurity and the Euro
financial crisis after 2009 have all contributed in the rise of mistrust against
European institutions that raised the percentage of votes for leaving the EU.

What was an internal problem to the most integrated space (the EMU), which
strongly related to political and financial decisions about the common currency
and the absence of an available range of policies in place, brought a historical
choice that concerned a well-established integration stage -the Common Market-
and affected both the most integrated and the whole common space. Although
other reasons have influenced the choice to exit the EU, domestic at the UK (and
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beyond the scope of the present analysis), one cannot neglect that such choice
was made after a chain of events took place regarding the crisis at the Greek
economy, and that UK citizens voting for Brexit were influenced by the strictness
of solutions imposed on Greece at the time, and the management of the Greek
crisis by its Eurozone partners. The vote for Brexit took place at a quite critical
moment of the European integration process: at the aftermath of a global crisis
and precisely when several views were expressed that the most advanced form
of integration at the unification edifice was at the verge of its collapse, due to its
incompleteness or the lack of awareness for its completeness. One might argue
that Brexit is a biased historical decision.

3. Few points from macroeconomic theory that contribute
in explaining the crisis in Greece and the Eurozone

S everal authors have raised their voice to explain the defects of the Eurozone
and discuss its necessary adjustment (see for example the proliferate work by
De Grauwe, in his consecutive publications: De Grauwe (2013); De Grauwe and
Heens (1993); De Grauwe and Ji (2014); De Grauwe and Ji (2015); De Grauwe
and Vanhaverbeke (1991)). The critic has also emphasised the effectiveness of
monetary policy, which was a major problem and primary motive behind the
decision for setting-up a banking Union.

From a theoretical perspective, the Keynesian IS-LM analysis reminds that
such effectiveness in monetary policy associates not only to ECB decisions but
also to the position, association and steepness of IS and LM curves, for each
state (as most textbooks on macroeconomics would argue, e.g. Abel et al., 2010).
During a crisis, money supply reduces, shifting LM to the left (see in Figure 1A).
Applied restrictive fiscal policies, through cutting expenditure and raising taxes,
reduce the rising pressure upon interest rates, shifting the IS curve to the left,
and consequently limiting the aggregate demand and lowering interest rates. An
ECB policy that raises money supply could help to lower interest rates and bring
income at similar, initial levels (see Figures 1A and 1B). On the other hand, if
fiscal tightening is reduced, aggregate demand shall rise.

Following a crisis, the money flows away from weaker member-states of the currency zone, and
the LM curve turns to the left depicted with a shift from LM1 to LM2 (Figure 1A). To cope with
the rise of interest rates across these states (and the rise of their spreads), restrictive fiscal
policies and tax raising is applied on them, leading to a shift of the IS curve to the left, from
IS1 to IS2 (Figure 1A). Measures to enhance money supply will start taking place progressively
in the currency zone, as interest rates have to remain stable and low. The rise of income -and
consequently wealth- becomes a matter of common concern at the common currency, whose
success relies on the efficacy of the transmission mechanism. The first increase of money
supply, illustrated in Figure 1A by a shift from LM2 to LMS3, brings interest rates back at
initial levels, at r23 = r11, while the second increase, from LM3 to LM4, even lower, at r24,
raising income at levels found before the application of restrictive fiscal policies. Continuing on
this direction, the central bank can increase money supply more, raising income and lowering
interest rates even further. Overall, shifting the LM curve from LM1 to LM5, brings back
income at pro-crisis levels, at Y25=Y11. However, consecutive money supply increases risk
hitting the lower-zero bound of interest rates.

Figure 1B explains that a post-crisis fall in aggregate demand (due to a shift of both IS and
LM curves to the left), depicted with an AD shift to the left (from AD, to AD,) can be followed by
an increase in aggregate demand, if policies raising money supply are applied (shifting the LM
curve to the right). Such result can also be reached by applying a common supply- side policy
for the currency zone that causes a shift of AS curve to the right.

Figure 2: Luxembourg versus Greece, an IS-LM analysis
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Note: Greece and Luxembourg stand in two opposite regions, the Keynesian and the classical,
respectively. In Luxembourg, income shall rise after money supply increases. The scope of fis-
cal expansion is limited, if meaningful at all. In Greece, the scope of money supply increases
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is harmful, because it pushes the economy deeper inside the liquidity trap (if LM rises from
LM1 to LM2). On the contrary, policies aiming at fiscal expansion can move the economy out
of the liquidity trap. Fiscal tightening (from ISc1 to ISc2) has put the economy deeper in the
-Keynesian- liquidity trap. The two states have contradictory interests and since policies pur-
sued by ECB may harm one of them, supply-side policies should be employed along with fiscal
and monetary policies, to resolve problems in Greece, as long as they don’t put a threat for
the economy of Luxembourg and can be used by Luxembourg to profit from new benefits and
income revenues.

A critical point to consider is the steepness of IS and LM curves that
influences the outcome of policies. Assume the following hypothetical example
to compare two separate states inside the common monetary space. Using an
IS-LM analysis for a currency union, a common LM curve can be extracted,
since money supply is created by the ECB only and money demand is the added
sum of individual money demand schedules, for each state. Assume that at the
individual level of the state, states have different IS curves, since some are
wealthier than other. We can illustrate exemplary cases of separate IS curves
and focus on two opposite cases of states, Greece and Luxembourg, with the
latter being much wealthier than the former (Figure 2).

After the crisis erupted, capital was transferred outside Greece as an
immediate effect of the crisis, thereby limiting significantly money supply in
the Greek economy. Assume these funds are all transferred at Luxembourg.
The individual levels of money supply are not the same in the two countries,
despite the presence of a common monetary policy. In terms of the common LM
curve, Greece is more likely to be positioned to the left and Luxembourg to the
right (Figure 2). Hence, each state can be positioned at a specific LM region (a
Keynesian, intermediate or even more advanced region), where another state
is not. If Greece’s individual IS curve is assumed to have lied initially at the
intermediate range before the crisis, the imposed fiscal tightening would have
shifted anyway the economy’s IS curve towards the Keynesian range. Moreover,
ECB policies to raise money supply (e.g. through quantitative easing), which
may benefit other common currency states, are expected to shift the common LM
curve to the right, pushing the Greek economy deeper in a (Keynesian) liquidity
trap. Getting out of this liquidity trap is impossible by means of common
monetary or common fiscal policies, if the latter are restrictive!.

Turning fiscal policies to less restrictive at an economy like the Greek (e.g.
by raising government expenditure and reducing the tax burden) could influence
its growth outcome, provided that money supply remains more or less fixed. Such
a policy is difficult to promote, due to the fiscal competition from other common
currency partners, applying similar tax rates. Furthermore, raising money
supply acts to the interest of states like Luxembourg. As Luxembourg lies at the
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classical range, where money expansion is more effective in terms of growth and
the effect of fiscal policies actually suspended, the prospect of limited value for
this particular state. States lying at the intermediate region may accept adjusting
their fiscal policy but the more they lose out of the monetary unification process,
the more unwilling will be to give up fiscal privileges and “acquis”. The risk of
losing macroeconomic stability at the currency zone makes the problem of a single
state that lies at the liquidity trap significant for the rest of states.

The above IS-LM analysis is used to highlight that economies participating at
the common currency may lie in different positions, the causes of the weakening
of one of these economies may derive from the mix of common monetary and
fiscal policies pursued inside a currency zone and that, given the contradiction
of interest among member-states, the common way of policies is not to pursue
the same type of policies across all states, unless they are all located at the same
position of the common IS-LM region. States participating in the monetary union
require different policy mixes (fiscal, monetary or supply-side, at least for one of
these policies). Even if a one-size-fit approach is agreed, a special care should be
given at least for extreme cases, because -among other reasons- they represent a
potential threat to macroeconomic stability. Of course, such estimation is subject
to the effectiveness of the transmission mechanism (strengthened after the place
in motion of the Banking Union). In the case of states like Greece, whose GDP
had significantly shrunk after the crisis, the principal way to overcome this
common currency problem, without affecting ECB’s policy to keep interest rates
low or raise money supply is by applying common currency supply-side policies
in Greece (or in other similar cases).

Importantly, the above diagrams emphasize that common supply-side
policies can become useful for the most extreme cases of less advanced states,
and are a more secure way to allow them getting out of the liquidity trap, given
the contradictory interests formed among states. Such an analysis is indicative
and subject to the transmission mechanism, its efficacy, the operation of
international trade and the economic, financial and monetary ties formed among
the economies?.

With this analysis in mind, it is expected that states will diverge and benefits
from the common currency will not be equally shared. The analysis that follows
investigates such a prospect.
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4. Economic development results out of the European in-
tegration (1971-2015)

In Table 1 the levels of GDP per head are provided for the EU-15 OECD
countries-members and other selected OECD member-states, measured in
constant purchasing power parities, at the beginning of each decade (starting
from 1971). Purchasing power parities are used because they take into account
domestic prices and, as such, allow comparability across states that had different
price levels, have received dissimilar pressure upon prices and have different
standards of living. Thus, using constant purchasing power parities improves
comparability across different inflationary environments, inside or outside the
EU. Per capita GDP is also provided for a final year, 2015, and for the year each
of the EU-15 states has joined the EC/EU. Each country’s change is calculated
for the whole period after 1971 and throughout the period of its membership
(after 1971). Average annual change is calculated for the 1971-2015 period
and the period of membership for each EU-15 state. Changes are also provided
for the early period of Eurozone implementation (2001-2015), its first decade
(2001-2011) and the first half of the last decade (2011-2015) that coincides with
a greatest part of the crisis in Greece and the Eurozone. The choice of the final
year allows studying the UK case, as it refers to the years of its full EC/EU
membership before the referendum for leaving the EU. The Table comprises
countries up to the EU-15 enlargement, since those countries joining with the
following EU-25 enlargement had not been given sufficient membership time to
assess their integration results. Twenty years since the 1995 enlargement and
another twenty-four before 1995, are a sufficient period to assess the results of
EU integration up to this enlargement. Historically, the year 1995 lies at the
beginning of the replacement of a Common Market era by a Union era, when
the second preparatory phase for the EMU has started. What is more, 12 out
of the EU-15 members are founding members of the Eurozone, offering the
best available period for assessing the results from their participation at this
advanced degree of integration.

As opposed to GNI, GDP per head measures the final output of goods and
services within a country’s territory, by both residents and non-residents,
irrespective of whether it is claimed from foreigners or domestic residents
(Todaro and Smith, 2015). Thus, in common integrated spaces, such as the EU
and its surrounding integrated area, where less advanced states are expected to
suffer from greater human and capital resource flight towards the more advanced
(rather than the opposite), GDP per capita can offer a better approximation for
production differences and the minimum existing possible gaps between the
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wealthier and less wealthy countries, in comparison to GNI per capita that
is likely to exaggerate such gaps. Furthermore, in large and advanced states,
where a large non-residential population is likely to play a significant role
in the economy, GDP per head can reflect the best possible state of economic
development in these countries than GNI per head.

The two out of the EU-15 states mostly benefiting from the EU integration
process are Luxembourg and Ireland. Luxembourg has gained since 1971 almost
$61 thousands per head (in constant PPP units), while Ireland almost $46
thousands since 1973 (within 42 years). Using the Irish case for comparative
purposes is difficult, as it amended its GDP levels during the crisis. However, the
annual change in both states is far better than that of Germany, Netherlands or
Belgium (almost twice for Ireland and much more in the case of Luxembourg).
Similarly, Sweden has remarkably improved by an annual change of $1,508,
during the 20 years of its EU membership, almost twice that of Finland, its
Scandinavian partner and Eurozone’s member. Sweden’s average annual change
is much greater during its membership period than during the whole period after
1971 ($1,508 instead of $685). This is also the case with Finland, where it is a little
less than its double ($555 as opposed to $252). Clearly, the EU effect is high in
these two states. The comparison to Norway, a third -but non-EU- Scandinavian
state, whose GDP per head has reached almost $59.3 thousands in 2015, brings in
the ranking of these three states first the EU member-state, second the non-EU
member-state and third the Eurozone state. The levels of Swedish GDP per head
in 2015 were similar to those of the fourth Scandinavian state that has chosen to
refrain from the Eurozone, Denmark. As if participating at the Eurozone does not
bring the same welfare effect as choosing to refrain from it. One cannot ignore here
a possible additional explanation that the Scandinavian welfare regime better
contributes in improving per capita GDP distribution.

The 1995 enlargement towards the North (Sweden, Finland and Austria) is
the most successful, if one compares the annual change of GDP per head during
their membership and the full period studied. The first decade of Eurozone
implementation (2001-2011) and the full period of Eurozone membership (2001-
2015) are quite successful for these three states that comprise a non-Eurozone
member.

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The southern EU partners on the contrary, namely Portugal, Spain, Italy
and most notably Greece, are the four main states that have lost out of the
integration process, in terms of annual change of GDP per head. Clearly, the
integration of Southern Eurozone states has failed to deliver similar results with
those towards the North. It is this contradiction with their northern partners
that is the most worrying aspect, because the greatest amounts of funds have
been historically transferred in southern EU, through the additional consecutive
periods of application of EU Cohesion policy prior to the 1995 enlargement. One
could suggest that such results reveal the lack of capacity of EU Cohesion policy
to deliver long-term, sustainable growth in southern EU states, given their
choice to further integrate by participating at the Eurozone. Or -even worse-
the practical weakening of EU Cohesion Policy effects due to the application
of common monetary policies, which appear to have harmed these Cohesion
economies at the early Eurozone period. Ireland is an exception to this rule.
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A more accurate conclusion though should take into account human capital
migration from southern to northern EU states that takes place for better job
prospects, especially after the Eurozone was put in operation. Even if dynamic
aspects, such as labour and human capital mobility cannot be considered in the
present analysis, Table 2 presents the percentage change in population from
2001 to 2015 in the EU-15 countries that it compared with the percentage change
of their GDP per head (measured in constant PPPs, calculated from Table 1).

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Few points can be suggested based on Table 2. Firstly, Luxembourg and Ire-
land, the two Eurozone member-states with the highest levels of GDP per head
and the highest change during the study period, have also the highest levels of
percentage population change. Secondly, the two Eurozone member-states that
have gained less in GDP per head have also zero (in the case of Portugal) or
negative (in the case of Greece) population change in the early period of the im-
plementation of the Eurozone (2001-2015). This Table unveils a rather inverse
relationship between percentage population change and percentage change in
GDP per head, for the 2001-2015 period. This point could reflect the operation
of a detrimental mechanism, since states with higher GDP per head levels may
also be recipients of domestic immigration influxes within the Eurozone and the
EU, along with the rise of births in their territory, and states with lower GDP
per head levels may be migration senders (mixed with illegal migration to their
territory from places outside the EU).

Greece has gained only $126 annually since 1981, its joining year, at least
ten times less than Luxembourg ($1384) or approximately Sweden ($1094). Her
annual change compares only to South Africa’s (a state far from participating in
advanced common integration efforts). Greece has gained only a little less than
$1,300 (a period when Luxembourg has gained a little more than $22,000) within
its first decade of EU membership, a little less than $5,000 in the 1990s (when
Luxembourg gained another $22,000) and has remained almost stagnant during
the 2000s. What Greece has managed to achieve within a period of 34 years of
membership (from 1981 to 2015) was a rise of its GDP per head by only $4287.
In 2015 it appears to return back in GDP per head levels found before the year
joining the Eurozone, and is a notable case of the most significantly disconnected
partner from the integration process. A marginal rise of GDP per head during
the 1980’s and 2000’s is mixed with increases by almost $5,000 GDP per head in
the 1970s and 1990s. Clearly, this country forms an opposite end from Luxem-
bourg (see also Figure 3). Since 1971, a divergence process takes place against
its Eurozone partners that develop faster than Greece in GDP per head terms.

These per head figures deteriorate for Greece, in the event that emigration
of several hundreds of thousands of domestic unemployed Greeks and illegal
immigration towards Greece are taken into account. Based on Table 2, it is
worth underlining that not only Greece’s GDP per head has fallen for 2001 - 2015
but also that official population has shrunk during the same period. Hence, one
could argue with certainty that Greece’s GDP was distributed at even less people
during this period and, as such, the problem is even larger than what appears to
be. Overall, the results for Greece based on Tables 1 and 2 indicate that not only
there has been no convergence with the rest of EU-15 states during the years of
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its membership but, as opposed to this, a process of divergence takes place. This
finding is quite significant and contradicts several of the findings from regional
economic studies that compare the Greek to the rest of the European regions,
provided over the last two decades. Perhaps one should remember here the
operation of Myrdal’s detrimental mechanism, still after many decades of EU
membership and active common policies applied in Greece.

Greece and Italy are the two states mostly deteriorating ever since the
Eurozone was placed in operation (2001-2015) (see Table 1). But while Greece’s
population shrinks, Italy’s population rises by 6.6% (Table 2). Portugal, Spain
and to some extent France too, appear to be the cases of states that have gained
only but a limited rise in their GDP per head ever since the launch of the
common currency (Table 1). Portugal is the most significant case among these
three because of its zero population change in comparison to a significant rise for
Spain (13.8%) and France (8.5%) for the 2001-2015 period (Table 2). The GDP per
head change of Cohesion-4 states and France fell below EU-15 average, over the
45-years period studied. This is depicted with the use of an average index MED-
5, in Figure 3. In other words, five member-states that had joined quite early the
EC, having integrated more than the rest of EU economies and chosen in 2001 to
continue a stage further in their integration efforts, are not finally winning out
of their choices, especially in the 2001-2015 period and at least in GDP per head
terms. It appears from Table 1 that in the early period of implementation of the
Eurozone, the Northern and Central European (EU and non-EU) states have
benefited much more than the Southern Eurozone states, whereas one might
expect the opposite to take place for the older member-states. This is emphasized
in the 2011-2015 period, when the crisis spreads across Eurozone (again with the
exception of Luxembourg and Ireland).

The comparison of the 1971-2015 change for the EU-15 average and
especially EU-28 average to OECD average, Japan or USA highlights a lower
growth change of GDP per head at the common European economy and the EU-
15 (see Figure 5). Only the two small in size states, Luxembourg and Ireland,
perform better than USA in terms of GDP per head. The Southern Eurozone
states have smaller change of GDP per head than Japan and, with the exception
of France, even below that of the OECD-Total.

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Furthermore, one can observe that the crisis has hit the Eurozone econo-
mies. From 2011 to 2015, the Eurozone states -with the notable exceptions of
Luxembourg, Ireland and partially Germany- remained stagnant or even wit-
nessed a fall in GDP per head (Figure 6). Portugal is found to have a negative
change and Greece only a marginal positive. The wealthier Eurozone states in
GDP per head terms (particularly Luxembourg and Ireland) and states with
their own currency -EU-members or not- have managed to recover in the 2011-
2015 period and to enhance their GDP per head (Table 1). Common monetary
policy and currency independency have contributed to these results, especially
if the cases of Denmark, Sweden, Norway and the UK are taken into consider-
ation. Most EU-15 countries-members of the Eurozone had a 2011-2015 change
well below the OECD average and far beyond that of Japan and USA (Figure 6).

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While Ireland is not a good case to study because of the amendment of its
GDP during the crisis (where most of its change is coming from), Luxembourg is
clearly benefiting after 2001 and the setting up of the common currency, along
with Germany and Austria (Figure 7). Similarly, this is the case with Sweden
and the UK (Figure 7).

The three larger in size states, France, Germany and the UK, which have
worked substantially to prepare the unification process, its gradual building and
significantly contributed in funding EU Cohesion, Common Agricultural Policy
and other common policies, are not amongst those benefiting mostly in GDP per
capita terms for the whole period studied (1971-2015). Notice for example the
growing gap from 2001 to 2015, when France is compared to Sweden, in Table 1
and Figure 7. France’s annual change for the 2011-2015 period® has fallen well
below its annual change for the whole period. Some of the explanations for such
performance may be common, such as the currency policies and the rise of im-
migration and demographic pressure exercised on them. Others may differ per
state, for instance the German unification may explain Germany’s performance.

The UK in particular, a non-Eurozone member, has gained less than the other
EU-6 countries since 1973, in annual terms (only France gained even less). It was
outperformed by: 1) Switzerland, a European state that has chosen to refrain from
the EU and -similarly to the UK- has focused historically to promote financial servic-
es, 11) other non-EU states, such as Norway or Iceland that had managed to achieve
better welfare results, while remaining EFTA members and enjoying the benefits
of participation in the Single European market (that should have been mostly a
privilege for the UK than for them), iii) all former EFTA members included in Table
1 (with the exception of Portugal), members of the EU/EC or not, iv) Ireland and
Denmark, the other two countries that have joined the EC, in the same enlargement
with the UK and, last but not least v) most EU states, members of OECD (Eurozone
members or not) that had benefited more out of the integration process.

One could realize why the UK is the characteristic type of state considering
exiting the EU: despite its pro-European choices, efforts and funds invested, it
fails to compare successfully on GDP per capita terms against all other categories
of states surrounding it. At the same time, the prospect to insert at a new stage
of integration stage by joining the Eurozone is also of limited scope and potential
success for the UK, because of the lack of success in Eurozone member-states,
Eurozone’s incompleteness and its aforementioned defects, which risk harming
even further the large UK economy. Finally, as seen in Table 2, the UK receives
strong demographic pressure after 2001. Clearly, the UK, a relative looser in
comparison to other northern European states that had either joined the EU or
not, is trapped in its historical decisions and choices.
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5. Conclusions, discussion and final thoughts

he present analysis has unveiled two types of states incapable to follow even

further this integration deepening process. Firstly, states like Greece that
forms the case of a historical loser out of the unification process in GDP per head
terms (measured in constant purchasing power parities), both relative and abso-
lute. It has remained hard in this country to cross some growth and development
barriers over the decades, despite its intense efforts to participate in all inte-
gration stages and its other sacrifices made. Despite what other studies might
have acknowledged before the crisis, Greece has clearly diverged from the rest
of economies up to 2015 and failed to benefit as much as the rest of EU countries
out of the integration process. The comparison to other countries from all over the
world that had followed individual development paths may not justify much of the
Greece’s development choice to join the European Community (EC) and partici-
pate in all consecutive integration stages. The missing aspects and components
of the European unification process had not acted in favour of Greece’s interests,
despite the extent of common EU funds transferred to Greece via EU Cohesion
policies that has been applied at its territory (see in Ikonomou, 2018, for a more
complete description of the structural policies applied in Greece and the domestic
causes of the Greek crisis). What is more Greece’s population has shrunk after the
country has joined the Eurozone, due to human flight abroad, making its actual
position even worse than it appears (Table 2). Comparative evidence from Table
1 could be used to excuse why the prospect for a Grexit has been suggested by
various domestic interests, political forces and Eurosceptics in Greece.

Secondly, cases of most advanced states like the UK, whose choices and
contribution in the past in promoting common integration and economic goals
appear to have brought them limited benefits in GDP per capita terms, throughout
the decades of its membership. These states are identified by comparison to
other European states that have refrained from such choices and any obligation
for contribution but substantially benefited from the unification process.

In a Union that espouses democratic values and is still learning out of
this unique in history, man-made, and with mistakes integration process, if
circumstantial reasons lead a country at a certain historical period to the harsh
-but democratically taken decision- to limit its engagement to the unification
path, then the right to disintegrate partially or fully has to be granted, by
returning a stage back or exiting the Union respectively. This right could also act
as an additional motive to join this Union for those states -such as former EFTA
members- that had deliberately chosen to refrain from the unification process,
while benefiting at the same time from economies of scale, trade expansion,
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freedom of capital and labour, as well as numerous other economic and social
spillovers of the EU integration process and benefits granted to them by the Union
(for example the lack of imposition of same competition rules on their national
monopolies that allow them to acquire firms in European states that cannot cope
with intra-EU competition). Driven by its aim to diffuse the unification ideal
across the continent and its tolerance for individual development choices, the EU
has never envisaged seriously the prospect to follow an easier development path,
by imposing hard-to-cross, protectionist barriers against European states that
had never decided to join. However, such a prospect against the “free-riders” of
the integration is not impossible to start taking place, especially after the recent
global upsurge of protectionist policies and the post-crisis political and social
unrest and turmoil taking place in several European states that is possible to
turn to some form of pan-European nationalism.

While the EU-15 as well as the EU-28 average of GDP per head was
increasing from 2001 to 2015 (in the early period of implementation of the
Eurozone), two countries, Greece and Italy have seen their GDP per head levels
deteriorating, Portugal has remained stagnant, while Spain (and then France)
had only a limited increase. The Southern periphery of the Eurozone, composed
of Greece, Italy, Portugal and, to some extent, Spain has benefited less in GDP
per head terms out of the integration process. Furthermore, it was also found
that from all EU-15 states, the Eurozone member-states did not perform as good
as the non-members. The presence of some detrimental mechanism is likely to
enhance due to the inefficacies in the early operation of the Eurozone.

The present research has not investigated the most recent EU enlargement
towards Central and Eastern Europe and its implications. Though it is early
for its assessment, it is worth acknowledging that common decisions about this
particular enlargement have not acted equally to the benefit of existing member-
states. The economies of some member-states have significantly profited in terms
of trade and exploited the opportunities for their own industries that have been
investing in Eastern economies. However, other less export-oriented economies
suffered from the competition of low-priced, low-cost products from new member-
states that have penetrated on equal terms in European markets (in agriculture,
food, manufacturing or other industries). Such economies have witnessed the
removal of their own products out of the European shelves, despite the substantial
investments from European businesses -and indirectly from EU citizens- that
have funded common EU policies to make these products more competitive. Trade
divergence had not been mutually beneficial for all old EU member-states.

To overcome current problems and cope with existing challenges, the
Eurozone member-states, aided by EU authorities, are currently building
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various institutions, improvising new policies and organizing various, hitherto
neglected, aspects of the unification process, such as the Banking, Fiscal and
Capital Markets Union. The breadth and energy of this institutional and policy-
building process reminds of the period that has culminated in the formation
of EEC; it is hard to find another parallel if compared to earlier unification
periods. Such major amendments and additions to the common edifice should
be based on the sound logic of economic theory. When common currency policies
focus on the macroeconomic consensus, the most advanced states are expected
to benefit more from raising money supply (while disengaging from restrictive
common fiscal policy is not useful for them), while the less advanced can profit
from raising expenditure and limiting restrictive fiscal policy in the short-run.
Long-term austerity and fiscal restriction in those economies like the Greek (as
a way to face its extended domestic borrowing) may have a limited success and
result in harming the common economy, since the former has suffered from two
consecutive financial crises, substantial shrinking, macroeconomic imbalances
and the entering in a (Keynesian) liquidity trap.

In such cases, organizing and promoting the application of common
production and supply-side policies could become a valid development path to
follow. These policies could be of common character, scope and interest (for the
currency zone and even more broadly), possibly leading to what could be termed
as a common production union, a common policy currently missing from the EU
policy agenda. Instead of investing in factories and production in non-EU states,
the Eurozone partners could decide to offer incentives for allocating sufficient
investments in places diverging the most, where unit labour costs have already
improved due to the application of a variety of reforms in their labour markets;
in places as such, high added-value products can be manufactured in existing
or infant industries, for the common EU benefit and use, bringing stabilizing
effects for the common economy and turning such policy to an actual cornerstone
for the unification process.

One could listen behind the doors that had shut with Brexit, the sound of
a bell that tolls for Europe as a whole. This first separatist move came from a
nation-state that has worked hard to promote European unionization, whose
economy has been trapped, in many respects. Unable to integrate further by
joining the monetary union, it has not delivered the appropriate economic
growth and development results that would fulfill the expectations of its citizens
over the decades of its own integration choices. The dilemmas posed for the UK
economy, its difficult position before the vote for Brexit, the specific pressure
exercised upon it (for example through enhanced immigration from English-
speaking Europeans and non-European after the discrete fall of most barriers in
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the movement inside the EU that was never acknowledged by the EU as a unique
problem), could make the rest of European states willing to offer the UK another
opportunity to rejoin the EU, in the near future. Besides, the permanent loss of
membership is not a path compatible with the common future of EU nations that
would lead the EU at a new, successful stage of integration.

The EU nation-states should better emulate and participate in the common
family of nation-states on equal terms, within a spirit of co-operation and
competition. Instead of pursuing a model of rivalry among national economies
and national businesses, more association and collaboration among EU interests
is needed. Large-scale investments through common supply-side policies,
organizing long-lasting European projects and the coalition of European
businesses is needed to forge European interests and unite the Europeans
further. Such common currency projects should relate to the future of the
EU, the needs of European markets and those of Greece and other Southern
economies. For example, in Greece they could relate to the promotion of
aerospace engineering and industry, offering the construction of specific types
of airplanes, such as hydroplanes that are now promoted in domestic flights or
new type of airplanes such as silent aircrafts, and the development of whole new
industries that would reduce the cyclical activity of the Greek economy and its
strong dependence on tourism, such as on-line work or 3D printing. The launch
of new products and new materials, with peculiar qualities, already tested and
produced in scientific laboratories is another direction to follow. Similarly, the
investigation and exploration of physical geographical spaces and their uses,
the use of new geographical technology (such as G.I.S. or other applications)
and its introduction both in production and in the protection of ecosystems and
natural resources could help taking a path at the Greek economy towards a more
eco-friendly, sustainable model of growth that would manage to protect natural
resources from climate change and explore their use, preserve human and
historical geographies, and create new jobs and entrepreneurial opportunities.

At the aftermath of two consecutive crises, instead of pushing towards
further monetary and fiscal unification, substantial new solutions have to be
provided in those states suffering mostly from the inefficacy of past monetary
and current fiscal restrictive policy that have acted against their convergence.
Since economic development has been acknowledged to arrive in stages in less
advanced states (in Rostowian or other stages), a new development stage has to
be advanced in such states, which will inaugurate a new era for the European
unification, provided that their administration can cope with it.
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Notes

1. A debate can be held whether Greece, a part of the Eurozone is or was found at a liquidity
trap and what kind of liquidity trap, based on more contemporary views in economic theory.
2. It is worth noting that the IS-LM model has received strong critic and was relatively recently
left behind in most macroeconomic analyses. This is despite its value and use for decades in
analysing policies, which has contributed at a great expansion of wealth, income and money
both in domestic environments and globally and helped to reduce macroeconomic imbalances.

Mediterranean Cultural and Residential Tourism:
Alternative Forms Confronting Seasonality and
Vulnerability

Abstract

M editerranean countries attract many types of tourism, especially massive
waves to enjoy the weather, the sun and the sea, flows that are seasonal and
vulnerable to political, environmental and health circumstances, as evidenced
recently with the collateral damage caused by the covid-19 pandemic. Our case
study here is Greece, where negative impacts of mass tourism demand the
introduction of certain alternative types of tourism with a wider time spread and
a resilient nature. After a brief critical discussion of war and disaster tourism
as an example of the transformation from vulnerability to resilience, we expand
on other alternative types. The most usual type of cultural tourism is urban
tourism as city breaks and/or followers of global events such as the Olympic
Games. We then discuss tourism attracted by literature, cinema and religious
ceremonies and places, and we finally focus on international residential tourism,
which consists of second homes bought by Northerners on Mediterranean
shores and islands. This more permanent type of tourism / migration results
in littoralization, international counter-urbanization, and an evening-out of
temporal peaks and European spatial inequalities. We end up with a critical
discussion of recent planning policies, which usually prioritize major private
investments and therefore encourage entrepreneurial aggressiveness rather
than resilience, sustainability and antidotes to seasonality and vulnerability,
and we support a focus on alternative types of tourism such as the above.

D uring the 2000s, the Greek economy experienced a buoyant growth period.
It, however, was neither driven by innovation or knowledge-intensive
production nor domestically stemming. Indeed, hesitance to fund risk-related
activities has been pointed out as a trigger of the ensuing economic crisis that
turned up as a fiscal crisis in the Greek case, in 2009. Reversing this trend,
even within the crisis period (2013), a clear pattern of increasing Research,
Development and Innovation (RDI) expenditures was observable from both from
the private and public sector. Entering, thus, the post-crisis era (2017 onwards),
Greece has been actively seeking a new growth model placing a premium on
productive restructuring and initiatives for boosting investment. At the heart of
the relevant policy discussions lies the improvement of competitiveness. Rather
than viewed as an issue of lowering labour costs, it is a more complicated issue
involving the improvement of the knowledge content of national production
- a function of which is the increase of RDI spending (National Council for
Research and Technology 2014). This, par consequence, speaks to the country’s
transformation into a knowledge-based economy. As a result, knowledge-
intensive activities have been upgraded in the policy agenda by virtue of their
impact on production restructuring and on investment boom that capitalise
on the domestic RDI-relevant comparative advantages (e.g. human capital)
(Hellenic Republic 2016). Conducive to these factors, has been the introduction
of a national strategy for research and innovation, as part of the 2014-2020
smart specialization strategy (RIS3) in Greece, as well as the wider academic
and policy debate on Higher Education Institutes (HEIs) and their role in the
knowledge-intensive economy. This latter discussion fits well within HEIs’ third
mission in the context of the existing knowledge triangle approaches.

Within this framework, this paper aspires to contextualize the existing
level of interaction between the higher education sector (HES) and the business/
enterprise sector (BES) concerning research activities. The geographical scope 1s
Greece, while the argument of the paper will be highlighted by way of presenting
and contextualising various, existing relevant indicators. Making use of these
indicators, this paper takes a macro-view on the national-level and contributes
in the mapping of the knowledge intensive synergies between the main actors of
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the triple helix scheme in Greece. To do so, the role of the public administration,
as the third axis of the triple helix construct, is taken into consideration. Indeed,
the role of public administration has been highlighted within the triple helix
theory (Galvao et al. 2019), a parameter prominent in the Greek case, as the
role of the State is more pronounced in various aspects of the economic activity,
including the research system. Analysis refers to the situation of the Greek
research system and the relevant triple helix scheme, its characteristics and its
evolution during the 2010s.

The structure of this piece is the following. Section two refers to the theoretical
background and methodology followed. Section three deals with factual analysis,
both in quantitative terms on synergies between HEIs and enterprises, and in
relation to public administration and its role in the Greek research system.
Section four discusses the findings and further analyzes certain aspects of the
“Greek triple helix”, followed by conclusions.

2. Theoretical background and methodology

S ynergies between universities and research centres and the private sector
has been consistently recognised as a hot issue in international literature
regarding economic development and sustainable growth (Dasgupta and David
1994; Florida and Cohen 1999; Etzkowitz et al. 2000). According to cross-
temporal evidence, enabling knowledge interaction and flows between HEIs with
the private sector contributes to economic growth, productive transformation,
applied research, technology transfer, etc. Both theoretically and empirically,
this aspect of HEIs’ operation is directly related to the promotion of the so-called
“third” mission of universities (Gulbrandsen and Slipersaeter 2007).

Based on this, multiple theoretical and analytical schemes have been
developed, such as the so-called “triple helix” theory, the knowledge triangle
approach as well as more nuanced approaches, introducing extra components
to the framework of interactions between university, industry and government,
such as the civil society, media and the environment.

The underlying thesis has been the need to come forward with a hybridization
of the age-old University, industry and Government activities to come up with
new institutional and social formats for the production, transfer and application
of knowledge. A common underlying feature of all these approaches has been
the focus on the interaction of research, education and innovation (Phan and
Siegel 2006; Rothaermel, Agung, and Jiang 2007; O’Shea, Chugh, and Allen
2008), and the issue of promoting and implementing the idea of the modern and
“entrepreneurial university”’. A university, that is, able to re-invent itself and
its operation by way of “stepping on two boats”: that is holding steadfast in its
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historical mission improving the wider dissemination of knowledge as well as
delivering on various societal needs and market realities.

It is in this context, the current state-of-affairs concerning the Greek
“version” of triple helix, particularly emphasizing on the HEIs-BES nexus, is the
focus herein. Concerning methodology, this paper makes use of qualitative and
quantitative data. On the former, relevant official (Eurostat and the National
Documentation Centre (EKT)) indicators are presented and contextualised.
Since 2012, EKT has been designated as the National Authority of the Hellenic
Statistical System for European statistics on Research, Development and
Innovation. Of special value is the fact that only since 2012, a comprehensive,
regular time series of these statistical indicators has been made available -
prior to that, the relevant indicators were either considered to be “estimates” or
altogether missing. In addition, a range of other relevant indicators concerning
the formal/informal HEIs - businesses collaboration in knowledge-intensive
activities that are also collected by EKT by virtue of its role in the national
innovation system, are also presented.

In more detail, variables that are made use of herein include data on
R&D statistics on synergies for performing and funding R&D activities,
entrepreneurial metrics on innovation based on results of the Community
Innovation Surveys (CIS), metrics on recent public initiatives for supporting
business/enterprise sector - higher education sector (BES-HES) cooperation for
applying R&D projects, bibliometric analysis of co-authored publications. Also,
qualitative data drawn from a recent field survey on HEIs’ interactions as part of
an OECD initiative on the knowledge triangle and evidence are also presented.
These data refer to the manner in which public administration relates to the
other two main actors of the “national triple helix”. Where available, this paper
makes use of cross-country indicators to make comparisons on an international
(namely, European) scale.

The objective of the paper is to provide up-to-date data on the HEIs-
businesses collaboration, thus shedding light on the existing situation of this
interactive aspect of knowledge intensive activities in Greece. Also, the role of
public administration is examined within the triple helix analytical framework,
a parameter that becomes more critical in the Greek case, as the role of the State
is important in various aspects of economic activity in the country (Pagoulatos
2018), including the research system. Therefore, this paper will also address
significant bureaucratic instances of this interaction.

Last, provision of such indications can be “tied” to specific and actual
comparative advantages and weaknesses of the national RDI system, as well as
provide sign-posts on how to make the best out of its potential.
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3. Factual analysis

H istorically, one of the main “RDI stakeholders” in Greece has been the State.
This center role has been taking place under many forms. For example,
public universities and research centers have been, for the most part, prime
performers of the national research production in terms of R&D spending or even
as R&D personnel’s employer. The State has diachronically -and at least until
2017- been the main funder of the national research ecosystem, either through
the government sector or through the higher education sector, since all HEIs are
public, according to the Greek Constitution. Also, the General Secretariat for
Research and Technology (GSRT) has a critical role in establishing and operating
the institutional framework for research and technology in Greece, inasmuch it
has been the delegated agency for setting the national R&D policy and the R&D-
related funding priorities within the National Strategic Reference Frameworks
(NSRF) that Greece has been receiving EU Structural Funds. Despite these
clear-cut state-centered parameters that would have enabled the public sector
to pivot towards knowledge-intensive performance, this did not happen. One
of the reasons for this inaction has been that the importance of RDI had been
consistently downgraded and viewed as a low politics issue. That is, until the
crisis was in full fledge. This was compounded with the relevant institutions
perceiving their mandate in strict RDI-focused lenses and were unable to
contextualize their mandate in a rhetoric that fed into the wider discussion of
economic development.

On the policy level, turning away from this low politics loop was achieved
(at least partially) with the appointment of a Deputy Minister for Research and
Technology in 2015. It was in the 1980’s that the RDI portfolio had fared so high
in terms of political appointments. This, at least nominally, gave out a clear
sign wishing to advance and upgrade this area of public policy in the national
political agenda. Happily, the trend was not reversed by the 2019-elected new
government, sustaining this high-profile position and indeed placing high on the
political agenda the wider exploitation and commercialization issues.

In relation to the private sector, businesses’ contribution and interest for
R&D activities appeared to be rather low. For historical reasons, this can only
be anecdotally sustained since the lack of cross-temporal official indicators
prior to 2012 looms large. Additionally, domestic production depended mainly
on technology and know-how transfer from abroad and did not capitalize on
domestically produced knowledge. This has been characterized as one of the
main weaknesses of the Greek research system. In the pro-crisis era and in
hindsight, this was attributed to a problematic relationship between the scientific
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community and business sector. This “disinterest” towards RDI was taken to
mean a significantly low domestic demand for the research results by public
universities, as businesses did not seek to increase their competitiveness through
investments in knowledge and human capital, but through low production cost
and illegitimate means, such as black market and tax evasion (Papagiannakis
2008). Moreover, quality, design, innovation and the level of specialization of
products (goods and services) were not considered as the driving force for sales
(Tsipouri and Papadakou 2005) while domestic enterprises tended to invest in
activities of very low risk with high rates of return in the short-term. The tables,
however, have begun to turn. Since 2017 the business sector seems to become
the main R&D performer in Greece, for the first time, ever, according to official
national R&D statistics, despite the fact that its share lags still behind the EU
average (approximately 50% in Greece vs. more than 65-70% in EU28).

3.1 Quantitative data on HEIs-BES synergies

Here, the most relevant and updated data on the various aspects of the HEIs-
businesses collaboration in RDI-relevant activities are presented. Table 1
concerns the range of R&D collaboration between HEIs and businesses in R&D
projects. When referring to R&D statistics on synergies for performing and
funding R&D activities, data shows that the share of R&D that is performed
by HEIs and is funded by the business sector is of highly relevant statistical
information since it provides a percentile account of this kind of collaboration.
Also, this indicator is estimated both as a percentage of the higher education
expenditure on R&D (HERD) and of the gross expenditure on R&D (GERD) in
order to compare the Greek performance to the average of EU. For the 2011-2018
period, Greek HERD (as a share of gross expenditure on R&D - GERD)) funded
by the business sector exceeds the EU28 average (2015: GR: 2.9% vs EU: 1.5%,
and 2017: 2.4% vs. 1.5%, respectively).

This finding can be also viewed in relation to the Greek HEIs expenditure
on R&D funded by the business sector as a share of total HERD (Table 1), since
Greece surpasses the EU average (2015: GR: 7.6% vs. EU: 6.4%, and 2017: 8.3%
vs. 6.9%, respectively). The discrepancy, however, is not significant pointing
to not an entirely different picture between Greece and the EU. As mentioned
before, concerning HEIs expenditure on R&D funded by the business sector as
a share of total GERD, the difference is more pronounced, given the fact that
Greek HEIs have been diachronically the principal R&D performer in Greece.

Another indicator that provides evidence on the networking potential
between HEIs and businesses can be derived from the CIS survey. In more detail,
this indicator refers to innovative enterprises that establish collaborations for
carrying out product and/or process innovation activities. Figure 1 refers to
evidence from the latest CIS round (2014-2016), illustrating a cross European
country comparison, according to which Greek enterprises indicate a higher
than the EU average degree of engagement in cooperation with HEIs. Indeed,
Greek firms fare in 5th place among EU countries.

Seen across time, significant fluctuation can be observed. This fluctuation
is observed when comparing the CIS 2014-2016 results to those of past series of
the survey (for instance, in the 2012-2014 CIS round, the country is ranked in
20th place and in sixth place in the 2010-2012 survey) (National Documentation
Centre 2017).

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A third data source on the level of collaboration between HEIs and the private
sector is the R&D related public tenders and calls. Sachini et al. (2017) analysed
the joint publicly funded R&D projects of GSRT. They conclude that the level of
such collaboration is strongly related to the binding terms and conditions of the
tenders and calls at hand. More specifically, only for those programmes, projects,
etc. wherein collaboration between HEIs and the private sector was deemed as a
formal requirement according to the rules for participation (i.e. obligatory), can a
substantial collaboration pattern be observed. In all other cases of programmes,
projects, etc. where the decision to collaborate or not is left up to the will of
the participants (i.e. optional), the rate of collaboration is decidedly lower.
Thus, it appears that these programmes insufficiently nurture the creation of
innovation-targeted linkages (Table 2). This implies sub-optimal exploitation of
research and knowledge production, as well as inadequate technology diffusion
throughout the economic and social fabric.

An additional data source is data collected through other public financial
interventions such as “Activities concerning Tertiary Education”. This has been
a flagship, national initiative that sought to upgrade the research potential of
HEIs by way of funding the conduct of PhDs, post-doctoral research as well as the
formation of research teams, funded by the 2014-2020 NSRF (Sachini, Karam-
pekios, and Chrysomallidis 2020). A series of enterprise-friendly indicators can
be derived. Specifically, when asked whether young scientists would collaborate
in the future with firms in order to further exploit their current research idea/
project, approximately 70-80% of the beneficiaries responded that they would be
willing to do so (Figure 2).

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Bibliometric analysis is another data source upon which BES-HEIs interac-
tion can be observed. Bibliometrics is the process of extracting measurable data
through statistical analysis of published research studies and how the knowl-
edge within a publication is used. Specific bibliometric indicators (university-in-
dustry co-publications) can be used as a proxy for examining the level of interac-
tion between the academic community with the business world.

The following figure (Figure 3) presents the relevant European Innovation
Scoreboard data for the period 2011-2018. Greece hovers around 31,5 for the
entire period, reaching an all-time high value of 36,6 in 2016, whereas the EU
average is 78,8, with an all-time high value of 83,3 in 2017. This indicates a case
of significant lagging at the level of public-private co-publications in international
journals in Greece in comparison with the majority of EU countries (Figure 3).

Furthermore, another data source refers to qualitative data, drawn from
a recent field survey on HEIs’ interactions within economy, as part of a 2016
OECD initiative on the knowledge triangle in its member states. Accordingly,
an unforeseen effect of the economic crisis appears to be the renewed intention
of HEIs and enterprises to co-participate in RDI-related synergies. This came
as a result of the significant decrease of public funding for HEIs, which made
academics realize the need to establish links with the private sector not only to
obtain additional funds but also to increase the potential uptake and commer-
cialization of their, basic and applied, knowledge. The private sector, similarly,
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realized the need to collaborate with HEIs so as to tap into the potential of a
growth-related, knowledge-intensive pool (Sachini et al. 2016).

3.2 Public administration in the “Greek version” of triple helix. The
actors

Public administration and bureaucracy is a major component of the triple helix
scheme, playing potentially a (significant) role in bringing closer academia and the
business world in terms of funding, regulatory framework, cultivating enabling
conditions for BES-HES collaboration, etc. This is based on the realization that
public bureaucracy enables knowledge creation by way of planning, substitution,
and orchestration (Acha and Martin 2011).

In Greece, there is a multiplicity of RDI-relevant public organizations.
GSRT is the main competent authority for such matters by way of designing
and implementing the national public policy on research and technology and
coordinating the implementation of the national RDI policy. Additionally, other
public actors at the national level are also engaged in RDI. For example, project
calls that concern Research & Development (R&D) are planned and/or developed
by the Managing Authorities responsible for the Operational Programme
(OP) Development and OP Education. In addition, policies on human capital,
environment and urban planning - policies that exert significant influence on
RDI are formulated by the Managing Authorities of the relevant OPs.

Also, the establishment of Hellenic Foundation for Research and Innovation
(HFRI) in 2016, a funding organization supporting R&D stands as the most
recent institutional insertion in the domestic bureaucratic universe. HFRI was
formed with the European Research Council as a role model, as according to
HFRI’s website “...it supports unrestricted research [....] and new researchers
by providing scholarships for doctoral candidates, as well as research projects
for post-doctoral students, researchers and faculty members”. Indeed, according
to the proclaimed objective, it seeks to fund projects with the sole criterion of
scientific quality and excellence. Given that both HFRI and GSRT are supervised
by the Minister for Research and Technology ensures, at least in principle, cross-
institutional calibration and collaboration.

On the regional level and in relation to the coordination between central
and regional authorities, despite past activities under different Community
Support Frameworks (CSF) to introduce Ré&D-related funding activities,
regional authorities exhibited limited capacity in planning and implementing
RDI policies. Despite research and technology actions were included both in
OPs and Regional OPs, Greek regions lacked the necessary administrative and
managerial capabilities in R&D policy making. This can be attributed to low
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technology intensity of regional production and innovative performance, lack of
human resources, skills and relevant expertise in administration. As a result,
collaboration between GSRT and regions has been inadequate in most cases (Reid
et al. 2012). This pattern was replicated during the 2007-2013 NSRF pointing
to a low level of horizontal co-ordination and a lack of a multilateral, longer-
term and systematic consultation in the agenda-setting process between the
Central State and the regional authorities. Additionally, the measures that were
regionally implemented aimed at covering the needs of the existent academic
and research institutes, mainly in terms of infrastructure, on a “bottom-up”
basis that was convenient for the “insiders” (Bartzokas 2007). Additionally, they
aimed at decentralizing existing infrastructures in those cases where regional
HEIs were either established or expanded (Maroulis 2010).

Closely associated is the realization that in the absence of a solid national
RDI programme guaranteeing regular state funding, the RIS3 priorities and ex-
ante conditionalities that have been part of EU’s cohesion policy were not as
much the result of an internal demand-focused process but rather introduced
exogenously. This may partially explain why the concept was not fully understood
by policy-makers and regional stakeholders. It was only in July 2015 that GSRT
finalized and published the “National RDI Strategy for Smart Specialization”.

Beyond the regional versus national dichotomy, another important issue
refers to the extent to which the domestic research system depends financially on
EU’s research initiatives and policies. Patchy domestic funding has forced Greek
researchers to focus on EU R&D calls as a prime funding source. This made
the country’s dependence on EU even more intense (Maroulis and Mikroglou
2011), far exceeding the typical framework of Europeanisation (Chrysomallidis
and Maravegias 2011). The realization that the overall direction of RDI
policy is initiated at the EU-level is probably a mixed blessing (Collins and
Pontikakis 2006) inasmuch paneuropean priorities are stretched to fit domestic
idiosyncrasies. Addressing this policy consideration would greatly enable the
domestic institutional arrangement to support thematic priorities according to
national or regional comparative advantages and priorities. This shortcoming,
however, relates to the “free meal” effect (Tsipouri and Papadakou 2005), arguing
that as long as funding is, by and large, external, it does not require any special
effort from administrative stakeholders.

4. Analyzing aspects of the “Greek triple helix scheme”

he evidence put forward indicates that the quality and leverage of the
academia-enterprises nexus is rather mixed regarding research and
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innovation-related activities. A subsequent point of discussion would necessarily
involve means to enhance the blossoming of such a relationship.

One such solution involves the availability of financial resources stemming
from the Ordinary Budget and from EU’s Structural Funds. Towards this, public
authorities have launched a number of financial intervention measures aiming
at enhancing the national innovation potential, in terms of joint research calls
addressed to both academia and the business world. These measures explicitly
sought to enhance the interaction between the private and public sector either
by increasing the “entrepreneurial contribution in the research effort”, or
by “linking the RDI with the national productive nexus” (e.g. “Cooperation”
Programme, PAVET, etc.).

On a more theoretical level, the mixed quality and leverage of the academia-
enterprises nexus can be attributed to the overarching perception held by both
the Greek population and the academic community, at large. This being the case
that university degrees mostly offer theoretical and general knowledge without
focusing on the practical aspect that will be applied on a business. Additionally,
a large portion of those graduates were employed by the State, thus they did not
intend to engage in entrepreneurial activities. While anecdotal, this perception
has been mainstream since the early 1980s. The recent economic crisis in Greece
led to the reduction of HEIs institutional funding, forcing HEIs to seek for alterna-
tive sources of funding. The tight fiscal crisis conditions had direct effects on HEIs’
actions and behavior, creating a new context (Sachini et al. 2016). Thus, HEIs had
to reconsider their funding options. It is fair to say that the same process was initi-
ated by the private sector. Putting a premium on knowledge and innovation meant
to start flirting with the prime producer of these commodities - the tertiary sector.

Indeed, the broadly accepted view about the problematic relationship
between academic community and the business sector is not fully validated
from recent data. For example, data on R&D synergies reveal a rather satis-
factory level of cross-sectoral collaboration when examining R&D performed by
HEIs and funded by enterprises. This is so despite that when referring to the
high level of Greek performance in the R&D conducted by HEIs and funded by
the business sector (as a percentage of GERD), one should consider that HEIs
have persistently been the main R&D performer. This remains at odds with
EU and international cases, even though as of recently, firms have been signifi-
cantly boosting their R&D spending. Overall, and in line with some aspects of
the triple helix approach that lay emphasis on interaction between HEIs and
businesses (Cervantes, Ajmone Marsan, and Paunov 2016; Ritzen 2018), the do-
mestic business sector has been making inroads towards increasing their R&D
performance. Similarly, HEIs approach towards the private sector has been, by
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and large, accommodating, indicating a potential path towards a growing and
more effective exploitation of knowledge production.

Establishing substantial links between the main actors, namely HEIs and
public research institutes (PRIs), pubic administration/regions and business
sector are prerequisites to improve knowledge transfer, while “unification” of
the Greek R&D system, namely the effort to bring closer HEIs and PRIs, is a
major objective. This was not always the case, as interactions took place in a
rather unstructured manner, given that close geographical proximity allowed for
a multitude of possible interfaces, such as interpersonal relationships, having
sometimes strong territorial aspects, mainly due to the absence of suitable
regulation and institutions that would enable institutional and sustainable
connections of this kind (Sachini et al. 2016). This non-structured, interpersonal
manner grew out of the lack of a clear-cut, domestic institutional framework
that set the collaborative rules. In recent years, i) the establishment of com-
mon post-graduate modules, 1i) the ability of researchers to apply for mobility in
public sector, namely to universities, iii) the initial steps towards conditionality
in public research bodies’ funding taking into account parameters, such as net-
working, assessment etc., iv) the introduction of operational linkages related to
RDI, across all ministries, to avoid fragmentation in public RDI actions and to
boost public demand for technology-intensive products, services and procedures,
stand as public actions that may entice further collaboration.

In relation to the public administration, GSRT recognized a number of
shortages in its policy-making ability. These shortcomings involved the lack of
a standing R&D national strategy, the need to establish cross-departmental col-
laboration (including) regional authorities to improve R&D governance, as well
as fragmentation in R&D policy-making (General Secretariat for Research and
Technology 2012). Since then, steps correcting these shortcomings have been
taken. Stop-gap measures, in addition to the institutionalization of high-profile
position of Minister for Research and Technology since 2015, as well as the in-
troduction of smart specialization strategy and the implementation of a RIS3-
relevant policy practice imply that the previously set problematic RDI context
may have started to change (Reid et al. 2012; Technopolis Group 2012).

For such a change to be complete, one should take notice of a range of other
issues required at the “micro” level. For example, GSRT’s officials should further
immerse themselves in strategic policy planning, such as tracing research priori-
ties and drawing a complete public RDI policy in a systematic nor sporadic man-
ner in addition to their every-day-policy and administrative activity (Chrysomal-
lidis, Tsakanikas, and Giotopoulos 2014). In addition, according to Reid et al.
(2012) the existing “operation culture” at both national and regional level needs



to take into account the conclusions, recommendations and results of research
activity and studies in policy planning.

Also at the “micro” level, stands the issue of implementing the smart
specialisation in Greece. Here the danger is that the policy measures meet
criteria in a rather typical manner, satisfying ex ante conditionalities. However,
this may conceal that the substantial impact of these initiatives remains under
question, as most (regional) authorities involved have proved to be ill-prepared
for planning and implementing a technology-intensive strategy. As Boden et
al. describe it “(t)he evolution of the entrepreneurial discovery process ... was
influenced by the ongoing RIS3 approval process and administration, as well
as by the serious political and economic uncertainty of Greece in 2015” (2016,
6). According to McCann and Ortega-Argilés (2015), this is the case for the less
developed EU regions, but it is even more likely, due to political tradition and
past practice in the Greek case.

5. Conclusions

his paper employed a macro-view and made use of a variety of existing

indications (both quantitative and qualitative) detailing the existing level
of interaction in Greece between universities and the business sector. This was
conducted taking into account the theoretical framework of triple helix. Also,
the existing bureaucratic format as an enabler between the triple helix’s main
components was examined.

This empirical-laden, descriptive-oriented paper contributes into the policy
discussion concerning the synergetic potential between the major actors of the
triple helix in Greece and the need to support knowledge-intensive activities as
a means to re-structure the productive and growth model in the country.

The approach built upon factual analysis and indicated that the existent
level of this kind of synergies brings to the fore a more complex picture compared
to the broadly accepted view that there is major lack of HEIs-business collabora-
tion in the Greek research and innovation system. Data and trends send out a
mixed signal. While some aspects of this relationship (namely, co-publications)
should be assessed carefully, other aspects (innovative enterprises collaborating
with HEIs) indicate a clear and growing collaboration pattern. Correcting the
former and enhancing the latter constitute steps which are especially important
in the post-crisis era, where a new growth model and productive restructuring
towards a knowledge-intensive pattern is a prerequisite for sustainable growth.

On the other hand, the issue of collaboration arrangements and its sustain-
ability beyond the scope of specific programmes or projects, as in the case of
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GSRT calls in the 2007-2013 programming period, is a point worth further con-
sidering. In addition, building robust linkages and synergies between HEIs and
BES is a crucial parameter, for which institutional consistency and clear-cut
legal arrangements, in terms of, e.g. the exploitation of research results. On this,
bringing to the fore successful collaboration schemes and analyzing the manner
in which this has already been made possible so as to replicate it is a case for fu-
ture research. While HEIs have an important role to play in respect to economic
and social growth, full potential can only be accomplished with enacting collab-
orative arrangements with the private sector. EKT, as the national statistical
agency on R&D, aims to shed more light on this particular subject producing
relevant indicators that would enable more comprehensive analysis.
