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Trauma associated with AIDS: Approaches

The current article is based in psychological theories and researches and some
ABSTRACT anthropological approaches about the spreading of the HIV infection and AIDS in

current west societies, in order to investigate the connections between the social
and cultural representations and the personal meanings with which the disease is associated. It attempts to
highlight how these meanings affect the way by which the person experiences the diagnosis of AIDS. A
constructionist and phenomenological approach is used in order to discuss the impact of the diagnosis as
a traumatic event that stigmatizes the personal identity and sets forth a process of re-evaluation of the
personal position and the position of the gay community to the world. In contrast to the dominant trend to
assimilate the stigma and the perception of the disease as a punishment, which maintains the fear, the silence
and the repression of the diversity, a political discourse that is developing internationally is presented, which
views the trauma of AIDS as a catalyst for the empowerment of the victims.
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
