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Effects of the pandemic Covid-19 on perceptions and attitudes of
adults towards pets

787 adults from Greece participated in the present research. Results showed that
the positive attitudes of adults towards pets were maintained during the COVID-
19 period. Similarly, the negative attitudes of adults towards pets were maintained
during the pandemic period, with participants blaming animals for transmitting
the virus to humans. Through this empirical study, important issues emerge
related to the benefits of adult interaction with pets, which are discussed in view
of their future use in a variety of educational and clinical contexts.
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
