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ABSTRACT

Inspired by the recent global crisis of the COVID-19 pandemic, this study
examines the contribution of the 24 character strengths to psychological
resilience in adults during critical life periods. Character strengths are
traits that foster well-being and act as protective factors against
psychopathology. Psychological resilience, defined as positive adaptation
to adversity, is closely linked to experiencing positive emotions even
during periods of intense stress.
