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ABSTRACT

What is the relation between the level of description of mental phenomena from the perspective of the first
person and the possibility of reducing the phenomenological level to the neuroscientific level, that is, from
the perspective of the third person? More specifically, is the relative autonomy of mental phenomena from
neurophysiological phenomena possible? The two levels of description seem to align with the model of cognitive
science (computational-functionalist level of description), when it is argued that every mental phenomenon
is grounded in its neurophysiological background. A critical issue of this inter-theoretical reduction is the
determination of how to connect the above levels of description since they are differentiated and are considered
not to be reducible nomologically and ontologically. In this article, the conditions of intertheoretical reduction
and its correlation with reductive physicalism (everything that exists is physical) are set, in order to explore the
possibility of the explanatory autonomy of the different levels of their description from the mental phenomena
themselves. The question under consideration is how the properties investigated by a special science of higher
mental phenomena, such as psychology, can be theoretically autonomous and at the same time dependent
on the properties of their lower levels of description, neuroscience, biology, chemistry, physical science. When
looking into the possibility of a cross-theoretical reduction of the theory of psychology to the theory of physics,
the argument of the lack of strict psychophysical laws in the context of the “token identity theory” will be used,
which makes it an insufficient version of non-reductionist physicalism. Furthermore, by examining the mental-
physical-act relationship, the incompatibility of the inherent holism of the theory of “global supervenience” will
be shown in terms of the conditions of a cross-theoretical reduction of the mental to the neuroscientific level,
that is, of the phenomenological data to the neurophysiological data. It will be found that, together with the
traditional fields of the intellect, the qualitative characteristics of consciousness (qualia), the experience of
the self, the subject itself coexist as equal objects of investigation. Therefore, if the unified consideration of
mental phenomena is a condition for their understanding, then this presupposes the inclusion of the doctrinal,
emotional, volitional, aesthetic, ethical and social aspects of the intellect, in a unified study of their empirical
description and philosophical analysis.
