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What do we mean when we refer to the term “professional iden-
tity” on an individual or collective basis? Does professional iden-
tity reflect the institutional education, qualifications, certifications
and licensure for the legitimate practice of a specific profession?
Or does the term expand beyond these formalities? This disserta-
tion critically examines the development of professional identity
from a radically different perspective by exploring the subject-in-
society dialectic. Evangelia Varidaki Levine employs a qualitative
methodology to offer Danish, Greek and international readers a
thorough look into the (micro, meso, and macro) dynamics of the
Greek society through the study of twenty five social welfare pro-
fessionals in twentieth and twentyfirst century Greece.

Evangelia Varidaki Levine

Employing the life history approach to learning introduced by Ros-
kilde University, Graduate School in Lifelong Learning, Varidaki
Levine examines the factor of subjectivity in the historical and so-
ciocultural context in which her subjects live and work. Using the
method of narrative biographical interview and indepth herme-
neutic analysis, she explores the psychosocial development of pro-
fessional identity. The thesis also provides insights into the primary
and secondary socialization of the subjects and the intersubjective
understanding of life and work experiences through a lifelong
learning process. Factors such as gender, generation, class and the
process of modernization play a pivotal role in understanding the
building of professional identity during the turbulent history of
modern Greece.

The volumes in this series are slightly edited versions of the PhD dis-
sertations produced at The Graduate School in Lifelong Learning.
The publications present each of the individual PhD candidates ’ dis-
sertations. The Graduate School in Lifelong Learning as a research
training program employs contemporary theoretical and methodo-
logical approaches in an interdisciplinary exploring of learning in
formal education as well as in informal contexts: in everyday life,
in work life, in family life and in civil society. Every dissertation is a
small theoretical, methodological, and empirical pioneering contri-
bution to the development of this field of research.
