Im SEG35 (1985) 770 ist eine Grabinschrift des 3.Jhdts. n.Chr. veroffentlicht, die
von einer gewissen Aurelia Kalliope auf dem Grabmal ihres Gatten Cassius Achilleus
errichtet wurde. Uber den Toten wird gesagt, dass er 0eLTevTig gewesen sei und aus
Nikaia stammte.
